According to the
prosecution, Rowshan Ara Lucky,30, wife of Azizul Huq of
Katabaria village under Kishoreganj Sadar came under acid
attack by Ruma Akter of Nandail who came to visit Rowshan's
house. On August 6, 2004 night Ruma threw acid on Rowshan
due to previous enmity as she (Rowshan) went to fetch water
from a nearby tube well. On the following day, Rowshan who
received severe burn injuries, herself filed a case with
KishoreganjSadar model police station accusing Ruma Akter.

48 Rohingyas
to be handed

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Two brothers killed
in Naogaon clash
100 injured in B'Baria

Two brothers were killed and
five other people injured in a
clash over a piece of disputed
land at Rangamati village of
Kashopara union under
Manda upazila in Naogaon
yesterday.

The deceased are Rashedul
Islam, 22, and Manik,25, sons
of Babu Mondol of Rangamati
village. Injured Babu Mondol
and his wife Rokeya Begum,
Khaleda Begum and Motaleb
of the same village were
admitted to Rajshahi Medical
College and Hospital.

Police arrested Anwar
Hossain, Harunur Rashid,
Samortho Banu, Parvin and
Kohinoor after the clash and
seized sharp weapons from
the village.

A K M Khalequzzaman,
officer-in-charge (OC) of
Manda police station said, the
incident was a sequel to long-
standing conflict between
Babu Mondol and his sister
Samortho Banu.

According to witnesses, the
clash took place when Babu
Mondol went to a plum field
around 10:00 am. His sister
Samortho and her sons and
supporters attacked Babu
Mondol with sharp weapons.
As Babu Mondol's son and
supporters went to the spot,
they also came under attack.

Rashidul was hacked to
death on the spot while Manik
succumbed to his injuries on
the way to Rajshahi Medical
College and Hospital.

Brahmanbaria reports: At
least 100 people were injured
as two groups of villagers
clashed in Sarail upazila of the
district on Tuesday.

According to witnesses and
police, Arabic teacher and
Imam of Shakhaiti Purbapara
Jame Mosque Monirul Haque
caned a student hailing from
nearby Naila village under
Sarail upazila.

Centering this, the guard-
1ans of the student headed by
Haroon Mia and Deen Islam
beat up the Imam at the
mosque. At this the people of
Shakhaiti village chased the
angry guardians out of
Shakhaiti.

After a while two groups
equipped with lethal weap-
ons locked in a fierce clash at
around 8:00 am on Tuesday.
The people of Shulabari
village also joined the clash
in favour of Naila village. The
clash lasted for three hours
leaving 100 people injured.

Of the injured, Safi Mia, 35,
Dulal, 30, and Ahad, 25, were
admitted to Brahmanbaria
Sadar Hospital while Imam
Hussain, 35, Monir Hosain, 20,
Musharraf Hossain, 40,
Hakim, 48, Suman, 22,
Mannan, 18, Lalu, 12, Siraj, 40,
Alkas, 17, Helal, 30, Ali
Hossain, 25, Akter Hossain, 30,
Ahammad Ali, 47, Suhag, 20,
Musa, 24, Al Amin, 22, and
Juwel, 18, were treated at a
private clinic.

The rest others were given
first aid at Brahmanbaria
Sadar Hospital and privet
clinics.

Two housewives killed,
another fights for life

Two housewives were killed in
Kushtia and Rajbari on
Tuesday while another has
been fighting for life at hospi-
tal in Chuadanga for last two
days.

In Kushtia, a man alleged
that his family members
including his mother, sister
and brother beat his wife
Sahinur Khatun, 28, dead on
Tuesday night. The incident
took place at Munshipara
village in Bheramara upazila.

Bozlu, husband of Sahinur
said his family members
always pressed him to divorce
Sahinur. But he did not do so
as he loved her and their mar-
riage was a happy one for the
last 10 years.

“My family members
always blamed Sahinur for not
being a mother and provoked
me to leave her,” Bozlu told
journalists at Kushtia General
Hospital morgue yesterday.

According to Bozlu, he
went to his workplace at
Daulatpur on Tuesday. In his
absence, his family mem-
bers beat up Sahinur merci-
lessly on Tuesday night. As
she died they hanged
Sahinur's body from the
ceiling of her room to show

the incident as suicide.

Police recovered the dead
body and sent to Kushtia
General Hospital for autopsy.

Police said they will take
action on receipt of the
post mortem report. A
general diary (GD) was
lodged at Bheremara
police station.

In Rajbari, housewife
Golapi Khatun met tragic end
oflife on Tuesday midnight.

Police said Azim Uddin
Mollah and his wife Golapi
were sleeping with their one
year old daughter at their
house at Baghmara village in
Sadarupazila.

All of a sudden Azim's
cattle farm adjacent to his
house caught fire due to short

circuit at about 11:30 pm.
Azim ran fast to save his cattle
while Golapi tired to save her
daughter.

But the fire soon engulfed
the bedroom. Azim and his
neighbours tried to enter it but
failed. Finding no way Golapi
threw her daughter out of the
inferno but failed to save
herself from the blaze.

In Chuadanga, housewife
Marzina Khatun of Dihi
Krishnapur in Sadar upazila is
now fighting for life at
Chuadanga Sadar Hospital as
she was beaten up mercilessly
allegedly by her husband on
Monday:.

Alim, a poor farmer beat up
Marzina as she protested his
habit of gambling.

Awal said
he came out ofhis bungalow at
about 10:00 am on Tuesday
and left for Dhaka for official
purposes. His wife was in their
village home during the rob-
bery, hesaid.

Eight robbers were arrested
from a trawler in the Padma
River in Gopalpur terminal
area of Charbhadrasan
upazila Tuesday.

Police and witnesses said a
gang of 13 armed robbers
intercepted the trawler in the
river at about 10:00am and
swooped onits passengers.
