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85 PROJECTS IN 41 DISTRICTS

Over 3,000 destitute, landless
families being rehabilitated

BSS, Rangpur

More than 3,000 destitute
and landless families are
being rehabilitated under 85
projects of 66 upazilas in 41
districts.

Officials said they will be
made economically self-
reliant under the Prime
Minister's Priority
Programme of 'Guchhagram
Prokalpo' (cluster village)
titled "Climate Victim
Rehabilitation Project
(CVRP)" at a cost of Tk
40.5crore.

At least 33 cluster villages
are being constructed in 25
upazilas of 13 northern dis-
tricts and the rest in other

parts of the country under
the CVRP project.

Regional Director of the
CVRP (Guchhagram) Minu
Sheel told the news agency
recently that 40 out of 120
beneficiary families were
provided with house each
with a latrine and a tubewell
in Saddyapuskuruni
Guchhagram project in
Ramjiban village under
Sadar upazila of Rangpur
last month.

"Forty tin-shed houses
were handed over in January
to 40 families in
Saddyapuskuruni
Guchhagram project and the
rest 80 houses will be

handed over soon after

completion at a cost of Tk 52
lakh among more 80 fami-
lies," she added.

Each cluster village
contains a multipurpose
community hall where
trainings on various
income-generating trades
like rearing poultry birds,
animal husbandry, cottage
and handloom industries
and handicrafts will be
given to the beneficiaries,
she said.

"Each beneficiary family
is being provided with a
house on 3.5 to eight deci-
mals of land throughout the
country with sanitation,
pure drinking water and
other facilities with a view

to making them economi-
cally self-reliant," Minu
Sheel said.

For handing over the
houses among the beneficia-
ries, a simple ceremony was
organised by Sadar upazila
land office at
Saddyvapuskuruni
Guchhagram in village
Ramjiban last month with
UNO of Sadar upazila
Mostain Billah in the chair.

Later, the keys of the
newly built houses were
handed over to each of the
40 beneficiary families in
the cluster village, where
more 80 such houses are
being built on seven acres
ofland.
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Labourers working under a project at Khegraghat cluster village in Dema union of Bagerhat district. The government has taken 85 such
projects to provide employment opportunity to a large number of destitute and landless people in 66 upazilas of 41 districts.

Passenger trawler sinks

The deceased was identified as Shah Shikhaia Rose, 25, a
final year Computer Engineering student of Bogra Polytechnic
Institute and son of Abdus Salam of Mouza Zalla village of the
upazila. Police said unknown criminals killed Rose in front of
the Upazila Nirbahi Officer's residence in the complex at
10:30pm while he was returning home by his bike after repair-
ing UNO's computer.

Student commits 'suicide’

Police recovered the body of
Suranjit Biswas Ovi, 20, a third year student of Barisal BM
College and only son of Tapan Biswas, a local medical practitio-
ner. Family sources said Ovi had been suffering from mental
depression for the last few days and took his life by hanging
himself from the ceiling at his room.

Teenage boy murdered

Criminals murdered a school student at Chachua Balpara
village in Muktagacha upazila here Friday night. The victim
was identified as Abu Sayeed, 15, son of Hasen Ali of Chachua
Balpara. Sayeed was a class ten student of Chachua High School
in the locality. According to police and family sources, Sayeed
went out of his home yesterday afternoon to play volleyball
with his friends at a nearby playground. As he did not return
home at night, Sayeed's family members searched for him but
failed to find him out. The neighbours later found Sayeed's
body at a pond near his house yesterday morning. The crimi-
nals chopped him to death with sharp weapons, police said.

Three to die for

killing youth
in Bagerhat

A Bagerhat court sentenced
three youths to death on
Thursday for killing a young
man after kidnapping him at
Mongla.

The convicts are Tutul Kazi,
21, son of Hamid Kazi of
Paschim Kanaimari village
under Mongla upazila, Rubel
Bepari, 21, son of Rafique
Bepari of the same village and
Rafiqul Miah, 22, son of Ful
Miah of Doni Rajapur village
in Sharankhola upazila.

They killed Shahin
Hawlader, 19, a bread seller at
Mongla in Bagerhat on March
26, 2007 as a sequel to previ-
ous enmity.

Victim Shahin Hawlader
was son of Abdul Latif

Hawlader of Paschim
Kanaimari village in the same
upazila.

Of the three convicts,
Rafiqul Miah is on the run.

Tutul and Rubel, during
interrogation by Navy officials
at Mongla Naval Base, con-
fessed to strangling Shahin.
Following their statement
police recovered Shahin's
body from Charkana point of
the Pashur River.

Abdul Latif Hawlader filed
a murder case against the
three with Mongla police
station.

Mongla police station sub-
inspector and investigation
officer (10) of the case Swapan
Chandra Sarker submitted
charge sheet against the three
on June 14, 2007.

LAND DISPUTE IN THAKURGAON
UZ chairman sues Jubo League leader

Sadar upazila (UZ) chair-
man and district Jubo
League general secretary
(GS) yesterday filed cases
against each other with
Thakurgaon police sta-
tion in connection with
Friday's attack on the
residence of the chair-
man.

Sultanul Ferdous, Sadar
upazila chairman and
general secretary of dis-
trict unit Jatiya Party, said
he filed a complaint
against 158 people identi-
fying eight including Jubo
League general secretary
Abdul Majid alias Apel and
his relatives.

Locals said a group of
Jubo League men led by
Apel occupied the residence
of Ferdous at College Para in
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the town Friday morning
following a dispute over its
ownership.

Meanwhile, Jubo
League leader Apel filed
a complaint against the
upazila chairman, his
mother Sultana Rezwan,
brother Sultanul Naim
and wife Sabina Yasmin
and 40/50 unknown
people.

During a visit yester-
day, this correspondent
found that the signboard
and the bamboo made
rooms were removed from
the land.

Earlier, Jubo League
men on Friday hung a
signboard and set up bam-
boo structure on the occu-
pied land.

Sultanul Ferdous

claimed that they had
been living in the house
since 1961.

But Abdul Majid said
his family purchased the
89-decimal land while
his father Abul Hossain
had rented out the land
and the house to father
of Ferdous Rezwanul
Hagque Chowdhury in
1964.
