The Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh has
received an ODA Loan from the Government of Japan, and
intends to apply part of the proceeds of this loan to payments
under the contract for providing consultant services for
Participatory Rural Appraisals (PRA) of small scale water
resources development subprojects under the Small Scale
Water Resources Development Project (SSWRDP) in Greater
Mymensingh, Sylhet and Faridpur Areas. The project will
implement approximately 215 sustainable stakeholder driven
small scale water resources development subprojects in the
15 districts covered by the project.

The services required to be provided by the contracted Local
NGO/Consultant Firms in conducting PRAs of proposed small
scale water resources development subprojects. The PRAs
shall include, but not be necessarily limited to, (a) an
inventory of all local water resources and the way they are
presently used; (b) the perceptions of local interest groups on
water related constraints in relation to domestic, agricultural,
fisheries, transport, environmental and other usage; and (c)
the perceptions of the various local interest groups on
solutions to resolve the constraints identified, and their
positive and negative impact on the various local interest
groups. The PRAs shall also address (d) broad and popular
support for the subproject as proposed; (e) any opposition to
the subproject as proposed, and if so, by which interest
group(s), why and how many people; (f} if there is opposition,
the options for changing the proposed subproject to make it
more widely acceptable or what mitigation measures can be
taken to minimise residual opposition; (g) likely environmental
impacts of the proposed subproject -- if any of those are
negative, what design changes can be made to minimise
them and what mitigation measures can be taken conceming
residual negative impacts; (h) willingness of the beneficiaries
to pay 3% of all earthworks and 1.5% of all structural works
before the start of the construction process, as the
beneficiaries’ initial contribution to the operation and
maintenance fund; (i) willingness of the beneficiaries to take
full responsibility for operation and maintenance, and (j) other
relevant aspects/activities as might be necessary.

The PRAs will be assigned at the discretion of the Integrated
Water Resources Management Unit (IMRMU), after
completion of the engineering reconnaissance. Each PRA will
be assigned on an "as and when ready basis". Each PRA
shall be completed within 2 weeks from the date when they
are assigned. PRA reports completed later than the
abovementioned timeframe may not be eligible for payment.

The IWRM Unit now invites eligible local NGOs/Consultant
Firms of repute to indicate their interest in providing the
services described above. The interested NGOs/Consultant
Firms may submit their EQI containing:

a. General information of the NGO/Firm that will include (i)
Name and address, (ii) Trade licence/registration number
with year and agency and (iii) TIN and VAT registration
number, (iv) Annual turnover of last 3 years, (v) Number of
years in active business, (vi) Total number of Permanent

Staff in Pay-Roll and List of Key Professional Personnel
with number of years in Pay-Roll, (viij Organisation's
brochure (if any); items (i), (i) and (iv) are compulsory,
and will be used for preliminary screening of EQls.

b. List of projects completed and ongoing during the last 10
years along with (i) nature of the projects and nature of
services provided by the NGO/Firm and (ii) if the services
were provided singly or jointly with other NGO/Firm (give
name); and (iii) the value of the services provided directly
by the NGO/Firm, and

c. Core team of professionals: Names, date of birth,
educational qualifications and processional experience of
key professional staff on permanent pay-roll.

The information shall be provided in tabular form, as much as
possible. Evidence supporting, the information shall be
provided as attachments.

The NGOs/Firms not specialised in the provision of social
feasibility and participatory rural appraisal related to water
resources development need not to apply, as they will not be
considered.

The PRAs shall be carried out following the methodology and
guidelines adopted by the project. The PRA services will be
done in 2 packages of around 20-25 subprojects each,
located throughout the 15 districts covered by the project.
The total contract period for carrying out the services will be
around 30 months after commencement.

For each package, a total of 4-7 NGOs/Firms will be short-
listed. The short-listed NGOs/Firms will be subsequently
requested to submit technical and financial proposals.
NGOs/Firms will be selected in accordance with the Fixed
Budget Selection (FBS) method as set out in the Public
Procurement Rules 2008.

An NGO/Firm may submit an EOQI for all or any packages. An
NGO/firm may be short-listed in more than one package.
However, an NGO/Firm shall only be considered for award of
more than one package if they have the required capacity.

Joint venture/associations (JVA) will be allowed for the EOI. It
is preferable to limit the total number of NGOs/Firms including
associates to a maximum of 3 (three).

Joint venture among the short-listed NGOs/Firms at the time
of submission of a proposal is not permitted, and such
proposals will be disqualified. Joint venture with other non-
shortlisted NGOs/Firms at the time of submission of a
proposal is admissible, but only with the permission of the
client, which must be obtained prior to the deadline for
submission of a proposal.

NGOs/Firms already contracted to provide PRA services for
the project are allowed to submit an EOIl. However, LGED will
not consider short-listing the NGOs/Firms whose
performance is not satisfactory.

Expressions of Interest shall be submitted in sealed
envelope, delivered to the address of the undersigned shown
above on or before 25 March 2010 up to 3:00pm local time
and clearly marked "EOI for Short-listing for PRA Services
under the Small Scale Water Resources Development Project
in Greater Mymensingh, Sylhet and Faridpur Areas”.
