A US Department of
Homeland Security official
who fled his post in South
Korea is wanted in California
in connection with a 240,000-
dollar wire fraud, according to
a statement seen yesterday.

Dario Tomas, 51, was
charged on Friday by a federal
grand jury with defrauding
investors by falsely promising
to open a computer training
school in the Philippines, said
the statement from the US
attorney's office in San Diego.

The offence is punishable
by up to 20 years' imprison-
ment, according to the state-
ment, which gave Tomas's
address as Oceanside in
California.

"Tomas recently fled his post
in Korea and his whereabouts
are presently unknown," the
newsreleasesaid.

Laden's son
seeks release
of relatives
detained

in Iran

One of Osama bin Laden's
sons has called on Tehran to
release a number of his rela-
tives said to be detained under
house arrest in Iran, according
toaletterreleased Sunday.

The message, distributed
by the Global Islamic Media
Front and translated by the
SITE Intelligence Group moni-
toring service, is purportedly
frombin Laden's son Khalid.

It directly addresses Iran's
Supreme Leader Ali
Khamenei, calling on him to
intervene to secure the release
ofthe bin Laden relatives.

"After the Crusader attack
on Afghanistan... they were
forced to enter Iran through
unofficial means, and most of
those who did were women
and children,” the letter said.

It accuses Iran of having
rounded up the unspecified
number of Bin Laden family
members.

According to Sforza
Galitzia, who formerly studied
da Vinci manuscripts as a
researcher at the University of
California, the central half-
moon window, or lunette,
above his painting of Christ
with his disciples before the
Crucifixion pointed towards
the hidden "code”.

"There is a daVinci code - it
is just not the one made popu-
lar by Dan Brown," Times
Online quoted her as telling
