Shareholders protest BSC's
failure to announce dividend

Says minister
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Civil Aviation and Tourism | Bangladesh Shipping Corporation's speech.

Abul Kashem, a shareholder, alleged
that BSC has now only 13 vessels out of 38
in its fleet while the rest of the 25 vessels
have been disposed of in different phases
on expiry of commercial life.

But no new vessels could be replaced
last years, he alleged adding that move-
ment of most BSC vessels were stopped
for a year.

The shipping minister assured share-
holders of a proper investigation into the
allegations.

He announced a plan to acquire six
second-hand vessels, including two bulk
carriers, one container carrier, one

(BSC) failure to announce dividends for

The state-owned corporation showed
around Tk 10.26 crore in loss at its 32nd
annual general meeting.

The shareholders demanded the ship-
ping minister open a probe into the loss
and take steps against "corruption and
irregularities” in the corporation.
