Hunger strike begins for
arrears, job security

Trainers, officials and employees of Sylhet
Women's Technical Training Centre
(SWTTC) yesterday morning started a 72-
hour hunger strike from 8:00 am in front
of the institution demanding payment of
nine months' arrear salary and continua-
tion of their jobs under new projects.
Earlier on Monday the trainers and
employees began an indefinite strike and
held a rally and announced the hunger

strike programme.

Besides, they put the offices of princi-
pal and vice-principal under lock and key
for 6 hours since 9:00 am on Sunday and
on Monday. Police later unlocked the

rooms in the afternoon.

Speakers at a rally yesterday threat-
ened tougher agitation if their demands

Niamul Haq, a senior instructor of the
training centre said, “We have no alterna-
tive to going for agitation”.

However, SWTTC principal Ashraful
Islam said he had nothing to do with the
issue that goes beyond the directive given
by the higher authorities concerned. He
said he informed the higher authorities

The agitating employees said they would
continue their indefinite strike and
observe other new programmes till steps
taken to meet their demands.

Meanwhile, the female students also
formed a human chain at Dakshin
Surma Shaheed Minar to express their
support to the demands of the staff.
They also demanded immediate
appointment of teachers and supply of

about the situation.

The SWTTC was established under a
development project at Alampur of
Dakshin Surma in 2006.

The institution conducts two courses,
one 6-month vocational and the other
SSC vocational, for 300 female students.
The three-year project ended in June 2009
and the staff of the centre remained
unpaid since then although the labour
and employment ministry asked them to

continue their service, sources in the

centre said.

The government gave an allocation
last month for the centre on condition
that the staff would have to be reap-
pointed on temporary and contract basis
from June this year. The condition trig-
gered protest among the employees,
sources said.

Battery-run
3-wheelers
observe
strike

Battery-run auto-rickshaw
drivers observed a wildcat
strike at Gopalganj yesterday
demanding permission for
services on all routes.

The drivers stopped driving
their three-wheelers from 8am
and joined protest procession.

The procession paraded
the city and later a rally was
held at municipal park to press
home their demand.

They also met the munici-
pal mayor and asked him to
accept their demands. As the
mayor assured them of solving
problem through discussions,
the drivers withdrew their
strikeat 12 noon.

The strike began as bus
workers obstructed the battery
run auto rickshaws at Police
Line crossing at around 7am.

Meanwhile, truck, tank-
lorry and covered-van labour-
ers yesterday enforced a three-
day strike in the northern
districts to press their 15-point
demand including issuance of
appointment letters and
insurance.

North Bengal Tuck, Tank-
lorry and Covered-van
Workers Allied Council called
the strike on Monday night,
according to our staff corre-
spondent in Rajshahi.

The demands included
issuance of appointment
letters, providing salaries and
bonuses as per government
rules, stopping harassment to
drivers and helpers by owners,
insurance of policy for labour-
ers, donations for workers
killed in accidents and stop-
ping illegal toll collection on
roads.

RECRUITMENT OF HEALTH ASSISTANTS

FFs stage protest in
Pabna, Sirajganj
for ignoring quota

Freedom fighters and their
wards staged protests in
Pabna and Sirajganj yesterday
and the day before against
recruitment of health assis-
tants, ignoring 30 percent job
quota for FFs' sons and
daughters.

They blamed the district
health officials for violating
the quota system and urged
the authorities concerned to
arrange a fresh recruitment.

In Pabna, Freedom fighters
and their wards formed a
human chain at Abdul Hamid
Road in the morning demand-
ing fresh recruitment of health
assistants under FFs quota,
reports our correspondent.

Earlier, they held a press
conference at the local press
club where the speakers
alleged that nine children of
freedom fighters have passed

the written test and only four
of them have been appointed
as health assistants under FFs'
quota.

They alleged that the dis-
trict health officials gave
appointments to the remain-
ing 102 posts of health assis-
tant in exchange for money.
“We demand immediate
cancellation of the appoint-
ments and a fresh recruitment
of health assistants, maintain-
ing 30 percent quota for the
children of freedom fighters,”
the speakers said.

Contacted, Md Rafiqul
Islam, administrative officer
of Pabna civil surgeon office,
refuted the allegation of taking
bribe from the candidates. He
said the office of the heath
directorate had sent a list of
the candidates qualified in the
written test to the district
heath office to take their viva
voce. "Accordingly, we took the

exam and sent the marks of
the candidates to DG office,
which finally gave the
appointments,” the adminis-
trative officer said.

Our Sirajganj correspon-
dent reported that, freedom
fighters and their wards laid a
siege to the civil surgeon office
in the town on Monday,
demanding cancellation of
appointments of heath assis-
tants in the district.

They also demanded
removal of Civil Surgeon Md
Nurul Islam for what they said
was not maintaining job quota
for children of the freedom
fighters during recruitment of
health assistants.

They also submitted a
memorandum to the deputy
commissioner, giving a seven-
day deadline to meet their
demands. Otherwise, they
threatened to launch a
tougher agitation programme.
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
