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11 get life for
throwing acid
in Madaripur

Three jailed in Satkhira for

girl trafficking

A court in Madaripur yester-
day noon sentenced 11
people of Rajoir in the dis-
trict to jail for life and also
fined each Tk 25,000, in
default, to suffer another
year in jail.

According to the prosecu-
tion, the 11 convicts threw
acid on Zahura Bibi, 50, wife
of Razzak Miah of Lundi
village under the same
upazila in the district in
front of her house at around
5:30am on August 21, 2005.

The attack was a sequel to
previous enmity, reports a
Madaripur correspondent.

The convicts are Ashraf
Khandker, 55, Omar
Khandker, 40, Hamid Miah,
45, Nazrul Miah, 35, Sohrab
Miah, 30, Salam Miah, 30,
Zahir Miah, 25, Masum
Khandker, 22, Russel Miah,
18, Hobi Munshi, 40, and
Mojibor Munshi, 50.

Zahura's husband Razzak
Miah, on the same day, filed
a case with Rajoir police
station against the aforesaid
persons accusing them for
throwing acid.

In Satkhira, three people
were yesterday sentenced to
life term rigorous imprison-

ment on charge of traffick-
ing a girl to India, reports our
correspondent.

The court also fined each
Tk 5,000, in default, to suffer
three months more rigorous
imprisonment.

The convicts are Babu
and his wife Arzina Khatun
of village Chandanpur and
Mahir Uddin of village Goira
in Kalaroa upaczila.

The persons were acquit-
ted of charges. They are
Kawsar Ali, Mizanur
Rahman and Siddique
Hossain of village Goira.

Judge SM Rezanur
Rahman of Satkhira Women
and Children Repression
Prevention Court delivered
the verdict.

The case, in brief, is that
the convicts took Manira
Khatun, daughter of Sirajul
Islam of village Hawalkhali
in Sadar upazila, to India
promising her a job there on
October 20 in 2006.

Victim's father Sirajul
Islam filed a case against the

accused on January 9 in
2007.

After investigation police
submitted the charge
against the six accused on
May30in 2007.

They also suggested formation of a high-
level monitoring team to ensure the best use of
the fund if allocated.

The Aila-hit students said they will hold a
rally in front of the office of the Deputy
Commissioner of Khulna districtat11:00 amon
April 29 and submit a memorandum to the
prime minister through the DC.

Over 300 students of different institutions of
Aila affected Dakop and Koira upazilas of
Khulna district held a human chain yesterday
at the Picture Palace cinema hall intersection in
the town to protest government indifference to
their untold sufferings.

The participants carried empty pitchers and
banners and put off their shirts to lodge their
strong protest against failure of the govern-
ment to resolve acute crisis of safe drinking
water and complete construction of damaged
embankments in the two upazilas even after 11
months of the cyclonic storm Aila.

The human chain programme was followed
byroadblockade and a rally at the same place.

The students of Pabna
University of Science and
Technology (PUST) blocked
highway in front of the uni-
versity campus yesterday
noon protesting increase of
session fees.

They also demanded all
the facilities that a student
normally gets in other uni-
versities.

Sources said the PUST
recently increased the session
fees to Tk 4,550 from previous
Tk 4000. The students yester-
day demanded cut in addi-
tional session fees as well as
fixingitatTk2,500.

The students began their
demonstration on the campus
and later came out to put up
barricade on the highway in
front of the university.

They blocked the Dhaka-
Pabna highway at 1 pm and
continued it for over one hour.
Several hundred vehicles on
both sides of the road got
stiranded causing immense
sufferings to the people.

Later PUST vice chancellor
Dr Mozaffar Ahmed explained
the reasons behind the fee
hike. Giving a list of present
facilities he assured the stu-
dents of considering their
demands.

“We need some more
time to meet all the
demands”, he said.

House set afire
'to grab land'

Criminals attacked the house
of a rickshaw-van puller and
set it afire allegedly for grab-
bing his homestead at
Saptibari village under
Aditmari upazila of
Lalmonirhat district on
Saturday night.

Villagerssaid agangof 20 to
25 led by Saptibari union Jubo
league activist Zahidul Islam
swooped on the house of
Sirajul Islam at around 8:00pm
and set fire to it.

The gang also beat up
Sirajul and his family mem-
bers, leaving at least 10 people
injured. Of them, Sirajul's wife
Manju Ara Begum, 28, sisters-
in-law Arzina Begum, 26, and
Lipy Begum, 24, were admit-
ted to Aditmari Upazila Health
Complex while the rest given
first aid.

Hearing the news, villagers
rushed to the spot, chased the
gang and caught Zahidul and
his four accomplices--Ratan
Boshuniya, Joynal Abedin,
Liton Boshuniya, and Saiful
Islam--and later handed them
to police.

Villagers said the attackers
belong to Jubo League
Saptibari unit and gang leader
Zahidul was earlier sentenced
to jail for criminal activities.

But police could not confirm

the political identity of the
attackers.

Rickshaw-van puller Sirajul
filed a case with Aditmari
Police Station yesterday morn-
ing.

Sirajul alleged that Zahidul
had earlier put pressure on
him to sell his homestead, but
he did not bow to pressure.

Protesting the attack on
Sirajul's house, villagers yes-
terday held a meeting and
demanded exemplary punish-
ment to the attackers.

Fugitive
convict
arrested

Rapid Action Battalion (Rab)
personnel arrested a fugitive
convict at Kumargaon village in
Sadarupazila on Friday night.

The arrestee is Mohammed
Siraj, 30, son of Haji Mubarak
Ali of the village. Police said he
was sentenced to life term
imprisonment in a case in
absentia recently.

Acting on secret informa-
tion, a team of Rab-9 raided
the house of Siraj at about 9:30
pm and arrested him. Siraj was
handed over to Kotwali police.

A drug addict chopped his father to death in city's Haji Mohsin
Road early Saturday. Police quoting family sources said one
Badrul chopped his father Hasan Mohammad Shahidullah,
72, by a sharp knife following a family feud at 5:00am. On
information, police recovered the body and sent it to Khulna
Medical College and Hospital morgue for autopsy. The killer
went into hiding. Last year Badrul beat up his father merci-
lessly following a brawl. Later, his father filed a case and Badrul
was in jail for six months.

Outlaw arrested

A team from Rab-6 inter-
cepted Tofazzol at Badiapara village at about 7:30 pm, on receiv-
ing information that he was carrying bombs. Tofazzol tried to flee
by his bicycle but Rab men arrested him and recovered two
bombs searching hishandbag.

Two arms peddlersjailed

A court here yesterday sentenced a man to life term imprison-
ment and jailed another for selling arms. The convicts are
Badiur Rahman, 50, son of Saifuddin Mondol of Modhupur
village who got life term imprisonment and Rafiqul Islam,42,
son of Altaf of Bablabona -Chhiattordighi of Shibganj upazila.
According to the prosecution, a special team of Rapid Action
Battalion-10 from Dhaka raided Badiur's house on December 7,
2006 and arrested two arms peddlers Badiur and Rafiqul. The
team also seized 13 pistols from the house. Rab lodged a case
against Badiur and Rafique with Shibganj police station under
arms act on the same day. Sub-Inspector (SI) Shahidul Islam of
the police station pressed charges against them on November
11, 2007. After examining the witnesses and records the judge
pronounced the verdict in presence of the accused.
