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NY bomb
suspect didn't
act alone

Says Pakistan

Pakistan's interior minister
said yesterday he believed the
Times Square bombing sus-
pect did not act alone, but he
had seen no evidence suggest-
ing the Pakistan Taliban were
involved.

Authorities in Pakistan and
the US are trying to trace the
movements of 30-year-old
Faisal Shahzad during his
recent five-month stay in
Pakistan. They are seeking to
establish whether he con-
nected with any of the myriad
Islamic terrorist groups oper-
ating in the country and if he
received instructions, funding
ortraining.

"All those leads, suggesting
it was his own action, [ will not
accept that. I'd like to see
details," Pakistani Interior
Minister Rehman Malik told
reporters in Beijing, where he
is on an official visit.

Gunmen kills
4 Pak cops

Gunmen attacked a police checkpoint in northwest Pakistan at
dawn yesterday, killing four policemen before speeding away in
a getaway vehicle, police said.

The attackers sprayed bullets at policemen sheltering from
rain inside a checkpost building in Ghazi Kot town in the moun-
tainous Mansehra district.

"Four policemen were killed on the spot. They were taking
shelter inside the checkpost when rain started. One injured is
still unconscious,” Zulfigar Jadoon, a police official told AFP by
telephone from the scene.

"This is a clear act of terrorism,” Jadoon said. The gunmen
arrived in a vehicle and fled after the attack, he said.

An intelligence official confirmed the incident and blamed
"miscreants”, a term widely used by Pakistani officials in refer-
ence to Taliban and other Islamist militant networks.

Awave of suicide and bomb attacks across Pakistan has killed
more than 3,300 people since 2007. Blame has fallen on Taliban
and al-QQaeda-linked militants bitterly opposed to the country's
alliance with the United States.

Mansehra is a relatively peaceful district in the highly volatile
northwest, but militants armed with guns and grenades
stormed offices of a US-based Christian charity in the district
killing six aid workers in March.

Suu Kyi's party dissolved

The pro-democracy party of Myanmar
opposition leader Aung San Suu Kyi has
been disbanded after a registration dead-
line for elections expired.

The National League for Democracy
(NLD) is boycotting the polls because it
says the laws under which they will be
held are unfair.

Myanmar's military leaders say any
existing party that fails to re-register must
disband.

The NLD overwhelmingly won elec-
tions in 1990 but was never allowed to
govern.

The forthcoming polls - for which no
date has yet been set - will be Myanmar's
firstin 20 years.

International observers have roundly
criticised the newly enacted election laws

- and critics say the military will use the
election to strengthen its grip on power.

On the eve of the deadline, senior NLD
leader and co-founder Win Tin told the
BBC that the mood at NLD headquarters
in Rangoon was sad but defiant.

"We decided as a party, as a whole [to
boycott the election]. It is a great moment
for us, it is a great message to the military
that our partyis sound,” he said.

Laws which he called "oppressive"
made registering for the polls impossible,
he said.

"[Even] if people vote for us, we cannot
win, according to the law and the situa-
tion," he said.

Meanwhile, a faction of Myanmar
democracyicon Aung San Suu Kyi's oppo-
sition party said Friday it would form its
own political party to contest historic
elections this year.

The announcement came a day after
the forced dissolution of Suu Kyi's
National League for Democracy, which
won Myanmar's last election in 1990 but
never allowed by the army to take power.

The League declined to re-register for
elections planned for this year, as stipu-
lated by a new election law. The League
says the laws are undemocratic and
unfair, and its non-registration was tanta-
mount to an election boycott.

NEWPARTY?

The election laws, announced in
March, ban anyone with a criminal con-
viction from being a member of a political
party.

That meant that the NLD would have
to expel Suu Kyi and many other key
leaders if it wanted to take part in the
polls. The laws also nullified the NLD's
1990 victory.

Mukesh Ambani
wins family
gas feud

ruled in favour of billionaire
Mukesh Ambani's Reliance
Industries in a dispute with his
brother over natural gas prices.

It said that a pact setting a
price for gas to be sold from
Mukesh Ambani's Reliance
Industries to his brother Anil
Ambani's company was not
binding.

It rules the higher price
fixed by the government must
prevail. Analysts say Reliance
Industries stands to benefit.

The ruling gives the broth-
ers six weeks to re-negotiate
the contract.

Americans are flooding back into the job market as the economy
slowly improves, the Labour Department said yesterday, report-
ing a barn-busting 290,000 jobs were created in April.

While the new jobs figures beat all estimates, the number of
Americans returning to the job search pushed the unemploy-
ment rate up to 9.9 percent, from 9.7 percent.

Jobs were created across the board, from manufacturing to
the hospitality and services sectors.

But as at least 805,000 Americans entered the labour market,
the widely-watched top-line unemployment rate jumped.

"Unemployment rose because many discouraged workers
returned to the labour force,” said Peter Morici, a University of

Seven killed in Kashmir

gunbattle

Two Indian army soldiers and five suspected
Islamic militants were killed during a fierce
gunbattle triggered by a raid in northern revolt-
hit Kashmir, the military said yesterday.

"The gunbattle erupted late last (Thursday)
evening and continued throughout the night,”
army spokesman JS Brar told AFF

Brar said the fighting started when soldiers
moved into Rafiabad area, about 70 kilometres
(43 miles) north of the Kashmiri summer capi-
tal Srinagar, on a tip-off to raid a militant hide-
out.

"Militants opened fire on the raiding sol-
diers, killing two of our men," Brar said, adding
the troopsretaliated and killed five militants.

The region's leading militant group Hizbul
Mujahideen said in telephone calls to the local
media that the slain militants were its mem-
bers.

It was the second clash in three days. On
Wednesday, two soldiers were killed in an
ambush attack by militants in the neighbour-
ing Bandipora area.

Meanwhile Friday, a hard-line separatist
politician led a pro-freedom demonstration in
Srinagar, witnesses said.

Hundreds of residents chanting "We want
freedom"” and "Allah is great" defied police
restrictions as Syed Ali Geelani led them in a
march against New Delhi's rule. The protesters
later dispersed after Geelani urged them to do so.

However, Yasin Malik, another leading
separatist, was detained by police in northern
Handwara district where he was scheduled to
lead a similar march.

Security officials have warned of a possible
escalation in violence after the Indian military
said last month 400 militants were poised to
cross into Indian Kashmir from the Pakistani
zone of the disputed Himalayan region.
