The government has undertaken a project to
construct four underpasses for vehicles to ease
congestion at intersections between Shahbagh
and Sonargaon Hotel on Kazi Nazrul Islam

Avenue.

The Dhaka City Corporation will begin the
construction of the underpasses, a Tk 170 crore

project, by the end of the year. They are scheduled
to be opened to public by the end of 2011. The

communications ministry officials said.

The four-lane underpasses will enable unin-
terrupted vehicular movement, without hamper-
ing traffic flow on the Banglamotor and
Sonargaon Hotel intersections, for people using

the Kazi Nazrul Islam Avenue.

Engineers have urged immediate construction
of the underpasses to improve the traffic situation
and prevent the nagging congestion that kills
valuable working hours and wastes a huge

amount of fuel.
