AL men ransack REB office

Awami League (AL) activists
yesterday ransacked the Rural
Electrification Board (REB)
office in Chatmohar upazila as
the officials could not set a
transformer immediately as
per theirdemand.

The AL men also vanda-
lised furniture and harassed
the REB officials, said wit-
nesses.

According to REB sources,
a transformer under REB-1 in
Mody Shalikha village went

outoforderon Junel.

Due to delay in repair,
agitated people and activists,
led by Dulal Mirza, join secre-
tary of the Chatmohar upazila
unit AL went to the REB-1
office at about 12pm and
demanded replacement of the
transformer immediately.

The REB officials charged
Tk. 12 thousand for setting up
the transformer but the AL
men locked in an altercation
with them.

At a stage, the AL men
vandalised the AC, tables and
other furniture of the office,
said Abdul Matin, the General

Manager of REB-1.

"The transformer was
destroyed due to overloading.
According to the REB rule, we
have to replace it with new
transformer charging fees
from the subscribers. We
requested them to payonlyTk.
12 thousand for that but they
started bargaining. Then they
ransacked our office and
harassed us," he said.

The REB later filed a peti-
tion with Chatmohar police
station against 9 AL leaders
including Dulal Mirza, REB
sources told.

Contacted, officer-in-
charge of Chatmohar police
station Sayed Shahid Alam
said that the case was under
process.

However, AL leader Dulal
Mirza denied the allegations
saying that the REB officials
forced them to pay inflated
amount for setting trans-
former.

"We told them that the
subscribers are paying various
charges but they are not get-
ting proper service."

Al men did not ransack the
office, Dulal said.

Jubo League leader
killed, BNP man's
body found

Criminals killed a Jubo League
leader of Durgapur upazila at
Daodukun village on
Wednesday night.

The dead was identified as
Abdul Karim, 35, vice-
president of Durgapur upazila
Jubo League.

Police recovered the body
from a sack about a kilometre
from Binnabaid union
parishad.

Police said Nazim was
kidnapped on Saturday nigh by
a gang of criminals while he
was returning home from the
residence of one Kanchan Mia.

Victim's brother on
Wednesday filed an abduction
case with Belabo police sta-
tion accusing seven people.

41 cyclone shelters
being built in
Bagerhat district

Local Government
Engineering Department
(LGED) is building 41 cyclone
shelters in Bagerhat district at
a cost of Tk 52 crore 5 lakh and
67 thousand under the
Primary Education
Development Project-2.

The Asian Development
Bank (ADB) and some donor
countries are providing finan-
cial assistance for implemen-
tation of the project during
2008-09 financial year,
sources said.

Construction work of 15
out of 41 cyclone shelters have
already been completed while
construction work of 26 others
are nearing completion.

When constructed, these
41 cyclone shelters would be
able to accommodate at least
50,000 people made homeless
by natural disasters such as
cyclone and tidal surge.

These cyclone shelters
being constructed at
Sharankhola, Morrelganj,
Rampal, Mongla and Kachua
upazila can also be used as
schools, said executive engi-
neer of Bagerhat office of
LGED Shushanto Pal. With
these 41, the total number of

lone shelters in the district
stands at 194, he said.

The executive engineer
further said that 400 more
cyclone shelters would be
needed for six lakh people of
cyclone-prone coastal belt of
Bagerhat district.

BCL men assault
teacher, attack
another's house

A few minutes later, BCL
activists Mamunur Rashid and
Talha Kawsar along with
outsiders entered into the
classroom and locked in an
altercation with Mahmud Ali.

As they started to assault
him, fellow teachers rushed to
the classroom and rescued
him.

The teachers later held an
emergency meeting and
began strike from yesterday
demanding immediate arrest
and punishment to the BCL
mern.

Mahmud Ali filed a case
with the Zakiganj police sta-
tion and police arrested Talha
Kawsar from his home at
Anbandapur of Zakiganj
pourashava.
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25 BCL activists of MC College
hostel unit on Wednesday
night ransacked the quarter of
hostel super Saleh Ahmed
who is also the head of the
department of psychology of
the college.

The teacher later lodged a
complaint with Sylhet kotwali
police.

Sources said, the MC
College hostel super, during a
talk with the college BCL chief
questioned the eligibility of
hostel unit president of BCL
Abdur Rahim Ripon for stay-
ing at the dormitory since he
had already finished his mas-
ters' examination.

Getting the news, Ripon,
along with his supporters
numbering about 25, attacked
the quarter of the hostel super
atabout 10:30pm.

They also chanted various
slogans while vandalising the
doors and windows of the

building,
