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ASSAULT ON DENTAL COLLEGE LEADER

Rajshahi medical BCL chiet,
four others arrested

Police on Monday night
arrested five Bangladesh
Chhatra League (BCL) men of
Rajshahi Medical College
unit, including its president,
on charge of assaulting
Dental College Doctors'
Association President Dr
Rezaul Karim alias Rocky.
Police said pedestrians
found Rocky in an uncon-
scious state on a road near
the city's Ghoramara inter-
section at around 8:00pm
and took him to Rajshahi
Medical College Hospital.

Following the incident,
members of the Detective
Branch (DB) of Rajshahi
Metropolitan Police raided
different areas of the city and
arrested RMC unit BCL
President Sampad Kumar
Dutta, Internee Doctors'
Council President Shah Alam
Siddiqui, BCL activists
Sandwip Kumar Moitra,
Nahiduzzaman and Nirjhor
Mondol.

Mahfuzur Rahman,
Assistant Commissioner of
DB, told that they arrested
the five BCL men, from differ-
ent areas of the city at around

10:00pm. "We will take legal
steps against the arrestees
after interrogating them," he
said.

According to police, the
BCL men picked up Rocky
from RMC Interns' Hostel at
around 4:30pm on Monday,
took him to a students' mess
in the city and beat him
unconscious.

RMCH sources said inter-
nal feud in BCL Dental
College unit has surfaced
anew over holding a council
of the unit. Two factions of
the unit are trying to capture
the key posts and Rocky is

backing the opponents of the
arrested BCL men, sources
added.

BCL activists of RMC unit
led by its Secretary Ashikur
Rahman stabbed Tanveer
Ahmed, aleader of the Dental
college unit, on Sunday.
Following the incident, the
college authorities formed a
committee to investigate the
incident.

After Monday's incident,
Additional police have been
deployed on Dental College
campus to avert any unto-
ward incident.

10 interns at
Dinajpur
medical
college sued

Relative of a patient, who died
at Dinajpur Medical College
Hospital on Friday, sued ten
interns of the hospital on
Monday night on charges of
neglect of duties and assault
on the family members of the
deceased at the hospital.

The accused are Dr Saiful
Islam, Dr Shifa, Dr Iftekhar
Ahmed Anny, Dr Rajib
Malaker, Dr Ony, Dr Shishir, Dr
Apurba, Dr Junayed, Dr Rajib
and Dr Raihan.

Md Abdur Razzak, brother-
in-law of the patient, Faruk
Hossain, filed the case with
Dinajpur Sadar Police station.
Police said. None of the
accused was arrested as of
filing of this report at 6:00pm
yesterday.

Faruk Hossain, 24, son Md
Abdul Zabbar of Bazniya
village under Bochaganj
upazila of Dinajpur district,
was admitted to the hospital
on Thursday as he took poi-
son. He died Friday after-
noonmn.

After the death, Faruk'
family held the on-duty doc-
tors and interns responsible
for his death and had an alter-
cation with them. At one stage,
the family members scuffled
with the doctors and interns,
hospital sources said.

Family members of the
deceased alleged that the interns
assaulted them and confined toa
room forabout three hours. They
further alleged that the interns
also threatened to burn the body
of Faruk.

Dr Iftekhar Hossain
Chowdhury President of
DJMCH Intern Doctors'
Association alleged that rela-
tives of the patient attacked
the doctors and interns at the
Medicine Ward, leaving two
doctorsinjured.

Contacted, Dr Shamsul
Alam, Director of Dinajpur
Medical College Hospital,
said, he has already informed
lawmaker Igbalur Rahim, also
the president of DJMCH
Managing Comimittee, about
the latest situation.

Agitated people brought
out a procession yesterday
which paraded roads and later
besieged the local PDB office
demanding immediate resto-
ration of power supply replac-
ing the damaged transformer.

The executive engineer of
PDB told the protesters that
they have sent the damaged
transformer to Bogra work-
shop for repair. “We will

restore power supply as soon
asitreturns” he added.

QOur Staff Correspondent in
Khulna reports: Additional
forces have been deployed at
power station, electricity
supply office and all power
sub-stations in the city yester-
day after an intelligence
agency alerted about possible
sabotage in case of load shed-
ding of electricity during the
Argentina and Greece world
cup tie.

Similar measures have also
been taken in all upazilas of
the district, said Chief
Engineer Harendra Nath
Mondal of Khulna Power
Station.

Forces will remain on high
alert at all these places to
control any unwanted situa-
tion in case of power failure
during the match, said KMP
