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Nuke meet
ends amid

divisions over
Pakistan

A meeting of countries export-
ing civil nuclear technology
has ended with uncertainty
about Chinese plans to sell
two nuclear reactors to
Pakistan.

Such a deal would appear to
be against the rules set by the
Nuclear Suppliers Group
(NSG).

But the group's annual
meeting, held in New Zealand,
has revealed divisions in the
international response.

China also seems hesitant
about spelling out its inten-
tions.

What many NSG members
wanted from the Chinese at the
meeting in Christchurch was
clarity.

Is Beijing really intending to
sell two more nuclear reactors
to Pakistan? And if so howwill it
go aboutit?

This is a highly-divisive
issue since any such deal
would appear to break the
NSG's guidelines.

These rule out the export of
civil nuclear technology to
countries like Pakistan that
have not signed the Nuclear
Non-Proliferation Treaty and
that are known to have devel-
oped nuclear weapons.

BRITISH MISGIVINGS

Several governments were
highly sceptical about any
further nuclear trading with
Pakistan.

In Britain, diplomats accept
that Pakistan's energy needs
are "huge and increasing”.

But the official view in
London is that "the time is not
yet right for a civil nuclear deal
with Pakistan".

This was certainly the view
of a number of other NSG
members.

The United States too had
raised concerns, not least
given Pakistan's record as a
proliferator of nuclear and
missile technology.

Put more people on
Mumbai attack trial

India urges Pakistan

India urged Pakistan yesterday to put more
people on trial for the 2008 Mumbai attacks,
which killed 166 people in India's financial
capital.

"We think that more people were behind the
26/11 attack and more people should be prose-
cuted,” Indian Home Minister P Chidambaram
said, referring to the date in November when
the attack began.

"That point has been made to the Pakistani
government,” Chidambaram told reporters a
day after talks with Pakistani Interior Minister
Rehman Malik.

Pakistan has put seven Islamist militants on
trial for the November 26-28 attacks.

Although Chidambaram did not mention
him by name, India also wants Hafiz
Muhammad Saeed, founder of the Lashkar-e-
Taiba (LeT) militant group and the man New
Delhi says masterminded the bloodshed, to

face trial.

Pakistan has acknowledged the Mumbai
attack was plotted and partly launched from its
soil but has maintained that India has not
provided sufficient evidence against Saeed.

Pakistan's Supreme Court last month
upheld a lower court's decision to release
Saeed, who also leads an Islamist charity,
Jamaat-ud-Dawa. The UN Security Council put
Saeed and his charity on a list of al-(Qaeda asso-
ciates.

Chidambaram said he had "positive” talks
with Malik on Friday while Malik described the
meeting asa "good beginning."

The meeting came a day after the two
nuclear rivals' top diplomats expressed opti-
mism that relations would improve after
Mumbai.

Relations between the uneasy neighbours,
who have fought three wars since 1947, went
into a freeze after Pakistani-based militants
killed 166 people inthe Indian financial capital.

The former minister of mines was dropped
from the cabinet in February after being
accused of accepting a 30 million dollar in bribe
in return for awarding a Chinese company the
country's biggest copper mine contract.

The mineral wealth of Afghanistan has
remained largely unexploited because the
country has been mired in conflict for three
decades and is embroiled in an insurgency by
Islamist militants led by the Taliban.

But the government has said the findings of
a recently completed US geological survey
could transform Afghanistan from one of the
world's most impoverished nations become
one ofthe richest.

Fuel price hike sparks
