Poultry owners at mercy

UNB, Barisal

Poultry farm owners in the district are
facing setback as they have become hos-
tage to the whims of a syndicate of hatch-
ery owners and poultry feed producers.

SM Doha, president of Barisal Poultry
Farm Owners' Association said the syndi-
cate has pauperised hundreds of poultry
farm owners. It made them bankrupt as
theylost their capital, he said.

He alleged that a number of hatchery
owners are continuously increasing the
price of one-day old chicks illogically.

A chick is now selling between Tk 50
and Tk 78 although it was between Tk 35
and Tk 45 only a week ago and Tk 25-30in
January-February this year.

Local poultry farm owners informed
that Usha and CP Bangladesh hatcheries

are selling each chick at Tk 60-78, while
Aftab Hatcheryat Tk 52-62.

The poultry farm owners are being
compelled to purchase those chicks at a
higher price to run their business.

They are taking loans from wvarious
banks and NGOs amid uncertainty as to
whether they would be able to continue
their business by purchasing chicks at
such an exorbitant price, said Aminul
Islam Jhanda, secretary of Barisal Poultry
Farm Owners' Association.

Local poultry traders said a maximum
of Tk 25-30 is spent for producing a chick
but the hatchery owners' are selling it at
double price.

Paltu Negahban, a poultry firm owner
of Barisal Sadar upazila said, the poultry
farms in Barisal are on the verge of closure
due to increased price of layer and broiler
chicks.

“No action is being taken against the
greedy hatchery owners though they are
increasing the price of chicks at their will”,
hesaid.

According to SM Doha, there were
more than 4,000 large and small poultry
farmsin the district.

Half of these farms have already been
closed due to illogical and exorbitant

price of chicks and poultry feed. As a
result, more than 10,000 people involved
with the trade have become unemployed,
he said.

Local poultry farm owners said price of
poultry feed produced by several units
has been increased by Tk 30-40 per bag
than the previous month.

They said, if the government does not
come forward to control the price of
chicks and poultry feed, the poultry
industries in the district will face a catas-
trophe.

Samaresh Majumdar, Livestock
Officer of Barisal admitted that the price
of one-day old chick has increased abnor-
mally due to the syndicate of dishonest
hatchery owners and poultry feed pro-
ducers.

He further said that he has already
informed the matter to the ministry
concerned and expressed the hope that

the ministry will take necessary action in
thisregard.

ARREST OF JUBO LEAGUE LEADER
Ruling party activists attack
police station in Rangpur

Jubo League and Awami
League (AL) leaders and activ-
ists of Kounia upazila attacked
and damaged Kounia police
station on Friday night after
police arrested a Jubo League
leader in connection with a
rape case.

Police said they arrested

Eyewitnesses said Awami
League secretary of Kounia
upazila unit Abdul Hannan,
president of Krishak League of

Kounia upazila unit Abdul
Hakim Sarder, president of
Bangladesh Chhatra League of
the upazila unit Firoz Sarker
and Jubo League convener
Habibur Rahman along with a
number of Awami League and
Jubo League leaders and
activists went to Kounia police
station at about 11:00 pm and
asked the officer-in-charge
(OC) to release Yousuf Ali.

As police refused to comply
with their request, they came
out of OC's chamber and went
on rampage at the police
station, they said.

Bullet Miah, son of Awami
League convener of Kounia
upazila unit Abdul Hakim
Sarder and his associates
allegedly kidnapped a girl of
village Ramchandrapur under
Sadar upazila of Gaibandha

from the Teesta railway bridge
area on May 19, confined her to
ahouse and raped her for days.

After 10 days she escaped
from the house and went to
Kounia police station on May
31. She lodged a case against
Bullet Miah and his accompli-
ces including Yousuf Ali.

Bullet and his accomplices
are absconding since May 31,
police said.

Contacted, superintendent
of police (SP) Saleh
Mohammad Tanvir said, some
unruly Jubo League and Awami
League activists besieged
Kounia police station and
threw brickbats on windows
and doors on Friday night.

Additional police force
from Rangpur district head-
quarters have been deployed
around Kounia police station.
