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As we commemorate World Population Day, "Everyone Counts” is a theme that
speaks to the inherent value and dignity of each human being.

The theme "Everyone Counts” highlights the compelling stories that numbers tell us
about people. In Asia, when censuses and surveys identified sex-ratio imbalances
and missing girls, governments responded, the media reported extensively on the
disturbing trends and people were rallied to action. In Europe and other regions,
policy debate heated up when data analysis examined the levels of replacement
immigration needed to counteract declining and ageing populations.

Data can reveal striking situations in countries. Girls may be delaying marriage, an
indigenous population may be drastically under-served, and higher rates of contra-
ceptive use and skilled birth attendance may show progress towards improving
maternal health, which is one of the Millennium Development Goals. Censuses,
surveys and vital statistics provide critical data to guide plans, policies and
programmes to meet people’s needs and improve their lives. This data is crucial as
we strive for universal access to education, HIV prevention, treatment, care and
support, and reproductive health and the achievement of the Millennium Develop-

countries in using population data for policies and programmes to reduce poverty

“Everyone counts” is the theme for this year's World Population Day. Every country wants to know the
size of its population. Population data can make a difference, and the key is to collect, analyze and
disseminate data in such a way that it drives good decision-making. Good quality population data will be
crucial for monitoring and evaluating progress towards the Millennium Development Goals and other
national development plans. In that regard, I am very happy to see that, with the support from UNFPA
and other partners, and financial assistance from the European Union, the Government will once again
conduct a Population and Housing Census in March 2011.

With the world’s attention increasingly focused on achieving the Millennium Development Goals by 2015,
and the upcoming MDG-10 Summit at the United Nations in September of this year, the availability of
consistent and internationally comparable statistical information has become even more crucial.

There is abundant evidence now that tell us that Bangladesh has made commendable progress in the
reduction of its fertility, in large part through its national family planning programme. With fertility levels
now below an average of three children per woman, it is the opportune time to revisit the national family
planning programme and its strategies to ensure that Bangladesh reaches replacement levels as soon as
possible. Family planning has to be given utmost priority, not only to maintain the momentum in fertility
decline, but also to reduce the risk of maternal and neonatal mortality. In this connection, more
investment in data collection and analysis is needed for evidence-based programming in order to improve
national development programmes, including the national family planning programme.

Therefore, on the occasion of World Population Day 2010, I would like to take the opportunity to encour-
age all to make reproductive health, which includes services for family planning, again a national priority.
Let me conclude with a statement from the UNFPA Executive Director Thoraya Obaid who said, “Gener-
ating, analyzing and disseminating population data is a critical process for sound and successful develop-
ment of policies and programmes.” _@E"‘
