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Tajuddin's
anniversary
of birth today

Today is the 85th birth anni-
versary of Tajuddin Ahmad,
the first prime minister of
Bangladesh, said a press
release.

He was born in 1925 at
Dardaria village under Kapasia
thana in Gazipur district.

Tajuddin formed the first
government of Bangladesh at
the most critical moment of
the nation in 1971 in absence
of Bangabandhu Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman, said
Tajuddin Ahmed Smriti
Sangshad.

After the independence,
Tajuddin also served as finance
and planning minister.

When Bangabandhu Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman was assassi-
nated along with his family
members in 1975, Tajuddin
Ahmad was put under house
arrest. Later he was shifted to
Dhaka Central Jail where he
was killed on November 3
along with Syed Nazrul Islam,
Captain M Mansur Ali and
AHM Qamaruzzaman.

UNDOCUMENTED WORKERS

Libya has granted an amnesty
for the undocumented foreign
workers asking all of them to
obtain residence visas by
August 15.

Failing to do so, however,
will lead to their detention and
subsequently deportation
from the country, said a letter
of Bangladesh embassy in
Tripoli, the Libyan capital. The
Daily Star has obtained a copy
ofthe letter.

The Libyan authorities took
the decision in a meeting with
embassies of the countries that
send labourers including
Bangladesh, Egypt, Algeria,

Tunisia, Sudan, Chad, Somalia,
Nigeria, Male and Turkey:

Libya, which hired some
35,000 Bangladeshi workers
since 2009, has taken the initia-
tive as part of its efforts to bring
the foreign workers sector under
adiscipline, thelettersaid.

The issue is significant for
Bangladesh, as there are a
"notable number" of
Bangladeshi workers having
no residency visas required to
work in the African country.

An estimated 90,000
Bangladeshi workers are
workingin Libya.

Bangladesh embassy in Tripoli,
the letter was sent to the minis-
tries of foreign affairs and expa-
triates' welfare onWednesday.

"The amnestyis very signif-
icant for Bangladesh. Now is
the time that the recruiting
agencies who sent workers
[who are undocumented] to
Libya take immediate steps to
help them secure residence
visas,” the letter said.

There are many Bangladeshi
workers who left their original
hiring companies and most of
them do not have passports,
Ahsan Kibria said in the letter,
adding that it will be difficult to
regularise their status even
during the amnesty period.

Child domestic help
commits 'suicide’

ing at Dhalkanagar.

When asked about the
death of Rumana, Chakladar
told them that she committed
suicide by hanging herself
with the grills of the balcony;,
which was not convincing to
them, Kabir said.
