Recognise rights of indigenous people

Demand rallies, processions across the country

The indigenous people have
demanded constitutional recog-
nition of their identities, lan-
guages and cultures and forma-
tion of a separate land commis-
sion for the indigenous people
living on plain lands.

They also demanded that the
government ensure their right to
land and take necessary steps to
save their ancestral land and home-
steads from grabbers. The
demands came from rallies held in
different districts across the coun-
try, marking the International Day
of the World's Indigenous People
yesterday.

In Rangamati, the day was
observed with various programmes
including rally and colourful pro-
cession. Addressing a rally on the

premises of Rangamat Municipality
office, the speakers demanded
constitutional recognition of the
indigenous people and their right to
land.

They alleged that the Awami
League-led grand alliance govern-
ment is yet to take any effective
measure to implement the
Chittagong Hill Tracts Peace Accord
although one and a half years have
elapsed since it came to power,
according to our correspondent.

They demanded immediate
announcement of a timeline for
implementing the peace accord,
which Awami League pledged in its
election manifesto. Peace in hills is
not possible without full imple-
mentation of the peace accord, they
added.

The speakers urged the govern-

ment to introduce an education
system in adivasi languages so that
the children of the indigenous
communities can receive primary
education in their respective
motherlanguages.

The rally was addressed, among
others, by former chairman of
Rangamati Hill District Council Dr
Manik Lal Dewan, Sadar Upazila
Parishad Vice-Chairman Minoti
Chakma, and Santal leader Monu
Murma.

Earlier, the indigenous people
brought out a colourful procession
in the town and paraded the main
streets.

Our Khagrachhari correspon-
dent reported that a rally was held
on the premises of Khagrachhari
Government College at noon in
observance of the day.

Chaired by Parbatya Chattgram
Jana Sanghati Samity (PCJSS) leader
Amar Singh Chakma, PCJSS Law
Affairs Secretary advocate
Shaktiman Chakma, Tatindra Lal
Chakma, Pahari Chhatra Parishad
leaders Cranching Marma, Taposh
Marma and Kristy Chakma
addressed the rally.

The speakers demanded full
implementation of CHT Peace
Accord and immediate settlement
of land disputes in the three hill
districts.

They also demanded constitu-
tional recognition of the indigenous
people and formation of a separate
land commission for the indige-
nous people living on plain lands.

In Chapainawabganij, the indige-
nous people marked the day with
colourful procession and cultural

programmes.

At the rally at Shahid Satu Hall in
the town, the speakers demanded
constitutional recognition of the
indigenous people, and their right
toland, reports our correspondent.

They urged the government to
protect their lands from the grip of
the land grabbers and form a sepa-
rate land commission for the indig-
enous people living on plain lands.
They later submitted a memoran-
dum to the deputy commissioner.

After the rally, the indigenous
people took out a colourful proces-
sion from Fire Service intersection
paraded different streets in the
district town.

Our Mymensingh, Thakurgaon,
Dinajpur and Netrakona correspon-
dents also sent reports on similar
programmes, marking the day.

TANGAIL, CHANDPUR

Protesters attack

power offices,
block roads

Power hungry people of Basail
upazila in Tangail and Matlab
south upazila in Chandpur
staged roadblocks and ran-
sacked power offices yesterday.

Agitated people burned
tires and blocked road at the
Basail upazila headquarters in
Tangail yesterday demanding
end to erratic power supply.

Road link with Sadar,
Sakhipur, Mirzapur and
Ghatail upazilas of Tangail and
Phoolbaria and Bhaluka
upazilas of Mymensingh
remained cut off for two hours
due to the roadblock.

The protesters withdrew
their blockade at around
12:10pm after Basail police
went to the spot to bring the
situation under control.

Locals complained that
they get electricity only up to
four hours during the day and
two to three hours at night.

"We have been demanding
azonal office and a sub-station
of the Rural Electrification
Board (REB) in Basail for long.
Basail qualifies for the office as
there are 17,000 subscribers
whereas the required mini-

mum number is only 7,0007,
said a protester.

Earlier on August 5, angry
locals vandalised the Basail
area office of REB demanding
smooth electricity supply.
They had also beaten up an
employee of the office.

In Chandpur, people
besieged and ransacked the
complaint centre of REB office
at Matlab south upazila pro-
testing frequent power failure,
reports a correspondent.

Thousands of people also
put-up barricade on Matlab-
Pennai Road in Matlab south
upazila yesterday afternoon.

During the roadblock,
agitated people vandalised 5-6
buses plying on the road.

The power-hungry people
threw brickbats at the REB office
keepingits DGM Akhtar Hossain
confined foroneand halfhours.

On information, police
rushed to the spot and rescued
him.

Earlier, they brought out a
procession from Matlab bazar
of the upazila at around
10:00am.

After the programme they
submitted a memorandum to
the upazila nirbahi officer.

'Stalkers' shoot at protesters

A student of Narsingdi
Government University
College was shot and injured
by a gang while protesting
stalking at Brahmandi in the
town yesterday.

Witnesses said students of
the college brought out a
protest procession against
stalking at 3:30 pm yesterday
and submitted a memoran-
dum to the Deputy

Commissioner.

When they returned to the
college after submitting the
memorandum some hooli-
gans opened fire on the pro-
testers near the college gate,
leaving Rana Miah, a 3rd year
student of the college, injured.

Rana was first admitted to
sadar hospital and later
shifted to Dhaka Medical
College and Hospital in a
critical condition.

A case was filed with Sadar
police station.

Friend killed just

for a cellphone

3 held in Sylhet on charge
of killing woman

A young man of village
Bandhua of Biswanath upazila
was stabbed to death by one of
his friends over a cellphone set
yesterday. Victim Tajuddin, 18,
is a son of Saudi expat
Tojommul Ali.

Locals said, Nurul Islam
stole a mobile phone set 0of Taj
a few days ago. At an arbitra-
tion at the village Sunday
Narul was asked to give it back
to Taj immediately, said local
UP member Sona Miah, who
presided the arbitration.

It angered Nurul and he
attacked and stabbed Taj with
asharp knife atabout 12.30pm
yesterday when the latter was
catching fish at a ditch behind
their house.

Taj was immediately
rushed to the Sylhet MAG
Osmani Medical College
Hospital, where he suc-
cumbed to injuries at about
3.00pm.

Nurul went into hiding
immediately after the inci-
dent.

Meanwhile, Rab arrested
three people on charge of
killing a 40-year-old woman of
an expatriate family at
Osmaninagar yesterday and
recovered the mobile phone

set, which they took away at
the time of murder 10 days
ago.

The arrestees are Santosh
Devnath, 20, hailing from
Kathalkhair of Jagonnathpur
in Sunamganj district and
CNG-run autorickshaw driver
Anar Ali, 20, hailing from
Khadimpur Pashchimpara
and Md. Saiful, 32 of Mirza
Syedpur, both under
Osmaninagar police station.

Rab sources said at about
9:30pm on 30 July, Santosh
and his accomplices entered
the house oflate Haji Isahaque
Ullah at village Silmanpur in
Osmaninagar PS for looting
money, sent by her sons in the
UK.

As Safia Begum could
identify one of them, the
group became worried and
tied Safia with her sari and
hacked her to death. They took
away her Nokia mobile phone
set before leaving the house by
an auto rickshaw.

Rab men on August 7 recov-
ered the mobile phone set
from one Zahed Ahmed of
village Dayamir in
Osmaninagar, who had
bought it from Santosh.

On the basis of Zahed's
statement Rab caught Santosh
and others.

BARISAL UNIVERSITY

Locals demand academic
session from this year

Teachers, students, local
elites and representative
from socio-political and
cultural organisations yester-
day formed a human chain in
the city to press home their
demand for starting aca-
demic session at Barisal
University from this year.

Committee for
Implementation of
Academic Activities at
Barisal University organised
the programme in front of
the Ashwini Kumar Hall in
the morning.

Addressing a rally at the
venue, the leaders of the
committee also threatened
to go for tougher agitation
if their demand was not
met.

They said the decision to
establish a public university
was first approved by late
president Ziaur Rahman in a
cabinet meeting on
November 23, 1979 at Barisal
Circuit House.

The then prime minister
Khaleda Zia laid the founda-
tion stone of the university
on a 50-acre land on
September 17, 2006 at
Defulia on the outskirts of

the city after the parliament
passed a bill, naming the
university after Ziaur
Rahman.

The last caretaker govern-
ment changed the site for
the university to Goriar Par
near Barisal-Dhaka
Highway, about 8-km from
the city on November 10,
2008.

University Grants
Commission published an
advertisement for appoint-
ment of a vice chancellor for
the university on November
25, 2008 and Ecnec
approved a Tk 95 crore fund
on November 29, 2008.

The authorities also
decided to start classes of
five departments of the
university in 16 rooms of
Barisal Zila School from
2009-10 academic ses-
sion.

However, the project was
abandoned after the grand
alliance came to power.

The AL-led government
on March 9, 2010 piloted a
bill in the parliament styled
Shaheed Ziaur Rahman
University Barisal (Amend-
ment) Bill 2010 for renam-
ing of the university as
Barisal University, which
