ATTACK ON PROF AZAD

4 cops face
charges for
implicating
BCL leader

Criminal Investigation
Department accused four
police personnel in a probe
report yesterday, for falsely
implicating and torturing a
Dhaka University student in
connection with attempt to
kill Prof Humayun Azad.

Former officer-in-charge
Mahbubur Rahman of Ramna
Police Station, Sub-inspectors
Rezaul Karim and Naser Ali,
and Sergeant Anwar Hossain
face the charges.

Metropolitan Magistrate
Mehedi Hasan Talukder fixed
today for hearing on the inves-
tigation report submitted
before him by Inspector
Ehsan, according to CID
sources.

DU student Abu Abbas
Bhuiyan, also a leader of
Bangladesh Chhatra League,
was arrested following a mili-
tant attack on Prof Azad on
February 27, 2004.

Four years into the inci-
dent, Abbas filed a case with
the court accusing detained
former BNP minister
Lutfozzaman Babar, and the
four policemen for implicat-
ing him with false charge and
torturing him.

Jamaat alleges
torture on
leaders

Bangladesh Jamaat-e-Islami
Acting Secretary General ATM
Azharul Islam yesterday
alleged that the government is
trying to record "false confes-
sional statements” of the party
leaders by torturing them
physically and mentally dur-
ing the remand.

The party will organise
meetings and rallies across the
country on Saturday and
Sunday demanding a stop of
"unlawful activities" of the
investigation agency that
formed under the interna-
tional tribunal Act and release
of all leaders of Jamaat and
Shibir.

While addressing a press
briefing at the party's central
office at Moghbazar, Azhar
also alleged that a conspir-
acy is going on to try the
leaders, including Motiur
Rahman Nizami, Delwar
Hossain Sayedee and Ali
Ahsan Mohammad Mojahid,
in the name of trial of war
criminals.

“The way the list of war
criminals has been prepared
seemed that the accused as
well as the verdict have already
been fixed. Now, the only thing
remains is to announce verdict
through a stage managed trial,”
hesaid in awritten statement.

Azharul Islam said they
[government] are going to
stage a farce only to destroy
Bangladesh Jamaat-e-Islami.

Information Minister Abul
Kalam Azad, also in charge of
the EC Secretariat in parlia-
mentary business, told the
House yesterday while reply-
ing to lawmakers' queries.

He said the existing law
does not allow allocating
money to the political parties
for poll expense.

The minister also said the
EC has planned to hold the
long due polls to Dhaka City
Corporation on urgent basis,
and has completed all prepa-
rationsin thisregard.

On Sunday, Chief Election
Commissioner ATM Shamsul
Huda said the EC has planned
to hold the DCC polls by
December.

Meanwhile, LGRD Minister
Syed Ashraful Islam in ques-
tion time said elections to all
municipalities and union
parishads will take place by
December.

UNB, New York

Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina yesterday
appeared critical of world leaders for being
unable to take bold actions on issues of climate
change and demanded immediate establish-
ment of 'International Climate Change Fund'
and make it operational.

“Most of the countries like ours are resource
strapped and possess frail institutional capaci-
ties to meet such crises... so, the demand
should be focused on the urgent establishment
of an 'International Climate Change Fund' and
make it immediately operational as agreed to
by the world community at COP 15 in
Copenhagen,” she said.

Hasina raised her strong voice at a meeting
of South Asian leaders on climate vulnerability
and its impacts on the MDGs at the North Lawn
Building in the UN Headquarters here.

She urged the major emitters of green house
gases responsible for global warming and
creating a turbulent world of natural disasters
must quickly agree on a legally binding agree-
ment on emission cuts for stabilising the
earthly elements soon.

Referring to the International Climate

Establish climate fund

PM urges world leaders

Change Fund, the prime minister stressed that
the contributions of the rich and developed
world to the fund would need to be generous.

“In all fairness and justice, the fund should
be distributed based on per capita, and the
climate vulnerability index,” she said, adding
that the fund must also be separate from their
commitment of 0.7 percent of the GNI for the
developing countries, and 0.2 percent of the
GNI for the LDCs, which were reaffirmed in the
Brussels Program of Action.

Hasina also urged the developed nations
to agree to free transfer of green technology
to the developing world. “Unless these mea-
sures are taken, it would be difficult to
achieve the MDGs by 2015,” she said in cate-
gorical terms.

“These constitute the minimum support
that the countries involved could give as
redemption for their blind, reckless drive for
development which now threatens the exis-
tence of countries like ours.”

She said climate change is a reality and the
people in South Asia know it through their
experience. The onslaught of natural disasters
has increased in frequency and ferocity in the
region.
