Studies on emission inventory, source apportionment, dispersion modeling,
dust management & other sector study (Package # DoE-S13)

1. The People's Republic of Bangladesh has received an IDA credit [No.4581-BD] in the
amount of US$ 622 milion towards the cost of the Clean Air and Sustainable
Environment (CASE) Project, component of which will be implemented by the
Department of Environment under the Ministry of Environment and Forests, and it
intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments for the provision of consultancy
services for the project by hiring an intemational consulting firm/institution for studies on
emission inventory, source apportionment, dispersion modeling, dust management &
other sector study.

2. The specific objectives of this consultancy are: (i) Emission Inventory (ii) Screening
Study (jii) Dispersion Modeling (iv) Source Apportionment Studies (v) Dust Management
Studies & (vi) Studies on other sector emissions.

3. The services include: (i) Emission Inventory (Dhaka and Chittagong)-

@ The consultant will support the Department of Environment, CASE project team and
therr local consultant on key Iissues with respect to the emission Inventory
development elements. The support will be provided in the light of intemational best
practices customized for the Bangladesh situation. The consultant will also be
responsible for quality assurance of the documents and other outputs produced as
per the TOR.

o Although all criteria pollutants (such as, PM 10, PM 2.5, SOx, NOx and Co) should
be considered, but emphasis will be placed on the PM 10 and PM 2.5 inventories.

o Urban scale potential source categories are to be included in the emission inventory.

@ For control strategy analysis purposes, it is necessary to estimate future year
emissions for 10-year period beyond the base case year for both Dhaka and
Chittagong.

(ii) Pollution Dispersion Modeling (Dhaka and Chittagong)-
® Tasks include coordination with the Emission Inventory Team fo insure their work's

compatibility with the modeling effort;

® Prepare a modeling protocol document detailing methods, models, data sources,
time and spatial resolution of the proposed modeling protocol; dust, area source and
secondary aerosol model treatment; metrological inputs, model \alidation protocols
and source attribution methods.

® Both Eulerian modeling of pollutant concentrations and meteorological preprocessor
modeling will be required.

@ Comprehensive documentation of the model, modeling assumptions, all model
inputs, validation results and findings, mapping of estimated air pollution
concentrations for each criteria pollutant in each city for both base case model
validation and future year modeling of emission projections/action plan.

(iif) Source Apportionment Studies (for PM 10 and PM 2.5) in four cities
® The services expected to be conducted using filter based PM 10 and PM 2.5

samples obtained from different sampling stations (CAMS/SAMS) collected over a
period. The work will require multi-element and BC (Black Carbon) analysis in PM 10
and PM 2.5 samples. The data on elemental and BC concentrations are to be
analyzed using appropriate multivariate methodologies (e.g, PCA, PMF etc) and
CMB if required.

® The study should cover 4 divisional cities (i.e, Dhaka, Chittagong, Rajshahi, Khulna)
of Bangladesh.

(iv) Cost Effectiveness Assessment for Dust Control Measures (Dhaka)

@ Municipal road dust controls typically include both preventive and mitigation options.

® The services expected to be conducted by evaluating various road dust emissions
control mechanisms and then implement some of the recommended mechanisms
and highlight the advantage and disadvantage of each of them. Costeffectiveness
analysis should be conducted on these measures.

(v) Industrial Emission Estimates (Dhaka and Chittagong)

e Quantify the emission levels (source profile) and their impact on local population and
occupational exposure of the workers. All criteria pollutants and CQ; should be
included.

@ |dentify abatement measures.

@ Assess energy efficiency potential to see if Carbon Finance can be leveraged.

4.  The activities are expected to spread over a period of 30 months. The approximate
commencement date of the contract will be January 2011.

5. The consulting firm/institution should have at least 10 years of demonstrated working
experience on Air Pollution Management including Emission Inventorying, Dispersion
Modeling, AQ Screening Studies, Air Pollution Source Apportionment, Dust
Management, Industrial Emission Monitoring. The firm/institution/association should
have its own institutional capacity for research and development on air pollution
management issues. The firm/institution/association should demonstrate its
organizational capacity to implement large projects on Air Quality Management.

6. Interested consulting firms/institutions are invited to provide information indicating
that they are sufficiently qualified to perform the services as elicited above
(brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar operating
conditions, availability of appropriate and qualified professionals and staffs etc.
experienced in air pollution management). The EOls would be reviewed on the basis
of the followings:

a)  Registration of the lead firm/institution including its associations;

b)  Human resources of the firm/institution and its association with appropriate
skills and their availability in course of implementation of the assignment;

c)  Demonstrated capacity of the firm/institution with documentary evidence to
handle such assignment in terms of technical, human and fiscal resources;

d) International experience of the lead firm/institution in similar assignment with
incontrovertible evidence;

e)  Support service of the consulting firm/institution and its association;

f) Technical and managerial ability of the localfforeign partners in terms of
human resources and experience of similar assignment and;

g)  Any other criteria related to the assignment to be determined by the Technical
Evaluation Committee duly constituted by the government.

7. The consulting firmsfinstitutions may associate with other firms, local or foreign, to
enhance their qualifications, but should mention whether the association is in the
form of a "JointVenture" or of "Sub-Consultancy”. In case of a joint venture proposal,
all members of such "association” should have real and well-defined inputs to the
assignment and it is preferable to limit the total number of firms including the
associates to a maximum of four.
