BCL factions
clash at CU

Two activists of Bangladesh
Chhatra League (BCL)
Chittagong University (CU)
unit were injured in a factional
clash on the campusyesterday.

The injured are Shahidul
Islam, a third student of
mathematics department and
Faruk, a fourth year student of
history.

The clash ensued when
activists of two rival groups of
BCL locked into altercation at
a tea stall near Arts Faculty
Building at around 2:30pm,
campus sources said.

The rival activists attacked
each other with sticks and
lethal weapons, leaving
Shahidul and Faruk injured.

At around 5:00pm, a group
of 20 to 25 activists beat up
Shahidul near CUU main gate,
leaving him critically injured.
The attackers fled as on duty
police forces rushed there.

BCL-Moitree clash

leaves 10 injured

Activists of Bangladesh
Chhatra League (BCL) and
Chhatra Moitree clashed at
Rajshahi New Degree
Government College yester-
day, leaving 10 people from
both sides injured.

Police arrested BCL activ-
ist Mahi Elahi and Moitree
activists Mofidul Islam Pias
and Sarwar Hossain Ripon
onthespot.

BCL activist Kamal and
Moitree man Anik, both first
year students of humanities

group, locked in a quarrel at
around 11:30am claiming
their cordial relationship
with a girl student of the
college.

At one stage, Kamal along
with outsider BCL colleague
Maruf started beating Anik,
police said.

Clash erupted minutes
later when Moitree men
rushed to the campus to
rescue Anik. As BCL men
attacked moitree activists,
they retaliated.

Both sides used lethal
weapons and chased each

other during the clash. Being
informed, police rushed to
spot and brought the situa-
tion under control by dis-
persing the feuding groups.

Of the injured, Maruf,
Kamal and Anik were admit-
ted to Rajshahi Medical
College and Hospital but
they went away without
taking release from the
hospital.

No complaint was filed
with Rajpara Police Station
in connection with the inci-
dent as of filing of this report
as 5:00pmyesterday.a

20 hurt as rival
AL men clash

in Rajshahi

At least 20 people were
injured as two rival groups
of Awami League (AL)
clashed at Bagha upazila
headquarters yesterday
over the leadership of the
upazila unit of the ruling
party and Bangladesh
Chhatra League (BCL).

Mozammel Haque,
Bagha upazila AL General
Secretary and also a
teacher of Shah Doula
Degree College, was
rushed to Rajshahi Medical
College Hospital with
several cut injuries in the
clash as he was hacked
indiscriminately on his
way home from the col-
lege.

The clashes erupted at
around 1:30pm after BCL
men supported by Layeb
Uddin Lavlu, organising
secretary of the central
unit of Sechchhwasebak
League beat up Zakir
Hossain Sumon, a BCL
activist loyal to Bagha
Poura Mayor Akkas Ali's
group at the college pre-
mises.

In retaliation, Akkas
Ali's group beat up
Mostafa Kamal, brother of
the upazila unit BCL gen-
eral secretary Mamunur
Rahman, in front of the
college.

The group then attacked
the hardware shop of
Zahangir Hossain, a
Lavlu's man at Bagha
Bazar, and looted the shop.

The attackers then way-
laid Sanwar Hossain, a
teacher loyal to Lavlu's
group, and beat him with
hockey sticks.

Following the incident,

panic gripped the area

while businessmen kept
their shutters down and
communication on the
road remained snapped for
three hours.

As police intervened to
pacify the situations, AL
men assaulted Sub-
inspector Abdus Sattar and
a police constable of Bagha
thana, said witnesses.

However, Aminur
Rahman, Officer-in-
Charge of Bagha police
station denied any such
incident.

Abdul Kuddus
Chowdhury, additional SP
of Rajshahi, rushed to the
scene and took control of
the situation.

29 shops

gutted in

three districts

At least 29 shops were gutted
and seven people injured in
separate incidents of fire in
Chandpur, Narsingdi and
Sylhet districts yesterday and
the day before.

In Chandpur, fire destroyed
at least 14 shops at
Grihakalindia Bazar under
Faridganj upazila of the dis-
trict yesterday morning,
according to a correspondent.

Locals said the fire origi-
nated from a tea stall owned
by one Monu Mia at around
10:00am and soon engulfed
the adjacent 13 shops.

Fire fighters from
Chandpur rushed to the spot
and brought the fire under
control at around 11:00am.

At least seven people were
injured while trying to extin-
guished the blaze. The injured,
Babu Khan, 25, Bappi, 28,
Rajon, 27, Sohel, 30, Zahirul,
26, and Babu, 29, were given
first aid at the local hospital.

In Narsingdi, six cloth

stores were gutted in a fire at
Shekherchar bazar on
Monday morning.

Witnesses said the fire
originated from an electric
short circuit at a cloth store
owned by one Imran at
around 7:00am and soon
engulfed the adjacent shops,
reports a correspondent.

On information, two fire
fighting units from Sadar and
Madhabdi rushed to the spot
and extinguished the blaze
with the help of local people
after an hour ofhectic efforts.

UNB adds: Fire gutted
nine shops at a bazar in
Goainghat upazila headquar-
ters at midnight.

Fire service sources said
the fire originated from an
electric short circuit at a shop
in the bazar and soon
engulfed the eight other
adjacent shops.

On information, fire fight-
ers rushed to the spot and
extinguished the flame with
the help of local people after
two hours of frantic efforts.
