Sylhet Divisional Speedy Trial
Tribunal Judge Muhammad

On September 15, the
judge recorded the deposition
of seven police inspectors who
had served as investigation
officersin the cases.

Two cases, one for the mur-
der and another under

losive substances Act, were
filed after the grenade attack on
the rally at Derai upazila head-
quarterson june21, 2004.

The same court on June 30
this year framed charges
against the accused and started
recording the depositions on
July 13, court sources said.

Al activist Abdul Wahid, 45,
was killed and over 30 others
were injured as a grenade was
hurled on the dais. AL leader
suranjit Sengupta MP escaped
unhurt as he got down from
the dais just moments ahead
ofthe attack.

to resume work on condition
that shop owners would pay
their wages and dues properly
and stop bringing false allega-
tions against them,

BAC Leaders, on the other
hand, wanted workers to be
reasonable in demanding their
wages, dues and sincere in
their work. Both sides signed
an agreement in this regard
expressing their commitment
towork together.

Speakers at a discussion
emphasised the need for
extensive awareness
programmes across the coun-
try alongside implementing
the existing law to check the
menace of acid attack.
Prothom Alo, the leading
Bangla newspaper of the
country, organised the open
discussion titled 'Dinajpur-e
Amra Acid-Santrash Rukhbo’
{We will resist acid violence in
Dinajpur) at Dinajpur Shishu
Academy auditorium on
Wednesday morning. Brac

Bank assisted the programme.

Ignorance, illiteracy and
misogyny create the atmo-
sphere for acid attacks while
cheap price of acid and its
availability in local markets
encourage the criminals,
speakers said at the discussion.

Assailants often go unpun-
ished using the loopholes of
existing law while illegal set-
tlement between lawyers and
police inaction due to bribery
in many cases deprive victims
of justice, they said.

Acid attack leaves victims
disfigured, deformed, and
sometimes blinded. Medical
treatment and surgery can

help to avoid complications
and reduce disfigurement but
many people cannot afford it.
The victims struggle to
overcome physical and mental
injuries as well as social stigma
for long, said Dr Samantalal
Sen, chief of Burn Unit of
Dhaka Medical College and
Hospital, also a member of
Prothom Alo Assistance Fund.
Dinajpur Deputy
Commissioner Md Jamal Uddin
attended the discussion as chief
guest while Dr Samantalal Sen,
Dinajpur Police
Superintendent Siddiqi Tanjilur
Rahman, Prothom Alo Joint
Editor Abdul Kayyum, singer

Tapan Chowdhury, eminent
beautician Kaniz Almas Khan,
head of corporate affairs of Brac
Bank Zisan Kingsuk Haque and
Dinajpur Municipality Mayor
Shafiqul Haque were present as
special guests.

Forty-five women acid
survivors were also present at
the meeting.

In 2002, the government
enacted laws restricting the
free accessibility of acid and
expanding sentencing options
to include the death penalty.
