Along with other activities the nutrition intervention
programme of NNP has an NNP Interim Survey of the
population on various socio-economic and nutritional
indicators in the intervention and control upazilas.

GOB earlier engaged M/s. Pacific Consultants,
International of Japan for conducting a full-scale techno-
economic feasibility study for construction of a Deep Sea
Port in Bangladesh. Based on the Consultants Final
Report, the GOB intends to develop a Deep Sea Port at
Sonadia Island. As recommended by the consultant, the
new port will be able to handle sea going vessels upto 14m
draught and 300m overall length. They have recommended
for development of a Deep Sea Port in three phases.
Phase-l consists of construction of two breakwaters
approximately 1.95km and 2.25km long, a dredged channel
of 3.7 km long, 400m wide and #4m deep, and basin of
approximately 25 hectares, nine berths with associated
pavements on reclamed land and terminal facilities
required utility services, 40km of connecting road with two
small bridges, an equal length of rail track running parallel
to the road, development of residential and other
community facilities for the port officials, workers and the
broader port community to be constructed over a period of
approximately 5 years.
