BDR MUTINY 1RIAL IN KHULNA

Hearing on charge
framing against
59 on Feb 22

The Special Court-12 yester-
day fixed February 22, 2011
for hearing on charge framing

against 59 of the 86 BDR
mutineers of 23rd Rifles
Battalion, Khulna.

The same court also fixed
March 5, 2011 for hearing on
charge framing against the
rest 27. Sector Commander
of Rajshahi BDR Col Ehia
Azam Khan, chief of the
court, fixed the dates. Two
other members are Lt Col
Gazi Mohammad Khalid
Hossain and Lt Commander
Muhammad Touhidul
Islam.

Major Elahi Bux of
Khulna BDR sector head-
quarters acted as prosecu-
tor while Deputy Attorney
General Shasanka Shekhar
Sarker, advocate Manzur
Alam and advocate Rezaul
Karim were present to assist

the prosecutor.

The accused now detained
in the Khulna district Jail were
sued on charge of mutiny
with Khalishpur Police
Station on May 12, 2009.

They are also accused of a
sedition case filed against
them on April 29 this year. The
case is under trial in the Court
of Chief Metropolitan
Magistrate.

The trial of BDR mutiny
began on October 25 at 23rd
Rifles Battalion Headquarters
at Goalkhali under
Khalishpur Police Station.

Our Dinajpur correspon-
dent reported that ten BDR
men of Phulbari Battalion
were yesterday arrested as the
special Court-13 issued an
arrest warrant against them
for their involvement in the
mutiny on February 25 and 26
last year.

Assistant Nayek Subedar
Md Asaduzzaman of 40 Rifles
Battalion read out allegation

the Special Court-13 led by
Colonel Saleh Ahmad, Sector
Commander of Dinajpur
Sector, issued an arrest war-
rant against 10 more BDR
mutineers.

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Police yesterday pressed
charges against four people
in housewife Supriya Ghosh
murder case.

Sub-Inspector Nasirul
Islam of Patkelghata Police
Statino in Tala upazila sub-
mitted the charge sheet to
the Judicial Magistrate's
Court.

The accused are victim's
husband Kartik Chandra
Ghosh, mother in law Juthika
Rani Ghosh, brother-in-law
Subhash Ghosh and sister-
in-law China Rani Ghosh of
village Rajendrapur of the
upazila.

The investigation officer
(I0) dropped the names of
two other accused-Joydev
Ghosh and his wife Sundari
Rani Ghosh of the village-
from the charge sheet as they
were not found involved in
the murder.

Kartik Chandra Ghosh
married Supriya, 25, daugh-
ter of Gosai Chandra Ghosh
of Dolkhola in Khulna, in
2005. Soon after the mar-
riage, he demanded dowry
from Supriya's parents who
failed to meet the demand.

On the night of May 5 in
2005, Kartik and her family
members locked in an alter-
cation with Supriya on dowry
issue and at one stage, they
strangled her.

Supriya's mother Namita
Rani Ghosh filed a case with
Patkelghata Police Station
against Kartik and five others
on May 6.
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Muktijoddha Sangsad and Projonma-71 form a human chain in Shibalaya upazila of Manikganj dis-
trict yesterday, urging trial of the war criminals and building up a non-communal Bangladesh.

Bid to abduct software engr
foiled, 5 arrested

Police with help of some pedes-
trians foiled an attempt to
kidnap a software engineer for
ransom from Nirala residential
area under Khulna Sadar Police
station on Monday:.

The victim is Nahidul Islam
Romel, 32, chief executive
officer (CEO) of Pranon
Private Limited Company.

Police arrested five kidnap-
pers and seized a rented
microbus from them.

The arrestees are Saiful
Islam Ratan, 45, Sayed Kawser
alias Bomaru Shumon, 39,
Shafiqul Jahan Mukul, 40,
Faisal Hossain, 37, and driver of
the microbus Abul Bashar, 40.

Being informed by the
residents of Nirala, police
chased the microbus with
help of some pedestrians and
later stopped it at Moilapota
intersection.

Officer-in-charhe of Sadar
Police Station Munirul Gias
quoted software engineer
Romel as saying that kidnap-

pers picked him up from
Nirala Residential Area and
demanded Tk two lakh from
him. They also beat him up for
refusing to pay the amount.

Of the arrestees, Kawser alias
Bomaru Shumon is an armed
cadre of an underground
organisation, police said.

They rented the microbus
from Penguin rent-a-car service
at KDA avenue under Khulna
Sadar Police station, he added.

Romel lodged a case agaist
the five, accusing them of
kidnapping him for ransom.
