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CTG ACID THROWING CASE

Farzana placed on
two-day remand

A Chittagong court here on
Tuesday placed a young
woman on two-day remand in
acase filed for throwing acid on
two teenage girls on October 2.

The court of Metropolitan
Magistrate Azizul Hoque
granted the remand against
Sharmin Farzana Saki who
was shown arrested in the case
on October 22 after she con-
fessed to throwing acid on her
two cousins, said the Assistant
Commissioner of Prosecution
Nirmalendu Bikash
Chakrabarty.

On October 2, three young
girls including two sisters iden-
tified as Muntaha Karina alias
Karin, 19 and Salsabil Taslim, 17,

and their cousin Sharmin
Farzana Saki, 23, were injured in
an acid attack. The incident
took placed at around 5am
when theywere sleeping at their
residence on the third floor of an
apartment at Joynagar under
Panchlaish police station.

Sharmin on October 22
confessed to police that jeal-
ousy forced her to throw acid
on her two cousins.

Sharmin said she was jealous
of her younger cousin Muntaha
since her marriage was fixed with
a person belonging to a good
family and she (Muntaha) was
prettierthan her.

Sharmin also admitted that
she put a few drops of acid on
her own face in a bid to prove
herselfinnocent.

Investigation Officer (I0) of
the case Sub Inspector (SI) Md
Aziz Ahmed said they will try
to find during the remand
whether any other culprits are
involved in the incident.

Meanwhile, in Bagerhat, a
housewife received burn
injuries in an acid attack by
criminals at Kashimpur village
in Sadar upazila Sunday night,
reports UNB.

The injured was identified
as Ruma Begum, 28, wife of
Mahbub Sheikh of the village.

Police said some unidentified
criminals threw acid on Ruma at
her sleep on Sunday night,
leaving herseriously injured.

Police suspected that the
acid was thrown as a sequel to
previous enmity.

A court here sentenced two
people to 17 years rigorous
imprisonment (RI) yesterday
for possessing arms.

The convicts are Hazrat Ali,
30, son of late Siraj Ali of
Nansri village in Karimganj
upazila and Lokman, 25, son
of Arab Ali, of Kouaharti village
in Katiadiupazila.

According to prosecution,
a police team from Karimganj
police station on a secret
information raided Nansri
Ukla Beel (water body) on 8
August 2006 morning and
arrested Hazrat Ali with a
pipegun and Lokman with a
Kartuj from the spot.

The following day police
filed with Karimganj police
station an arms case in the
connection.

Robbers loot
arms from

Robbers looted two rifles and
ten bullets injuring two Ansar
members at a factory at
Jamaldi village in Gozaria
upazila early yesterday.

The injured were identified
as Nuruzzaman, 35, and
Julhash, 25.

Officer-in-charge of
Gozaria police station said a
gang of 10-15 armed robbers
coming in an engine boat
swooped on the duty Ansars of
the factory of Square
Electronics located on the
bank of Meghna River.

As the Ansars tried to resist
them the gang hacked them
indiscriminately and took
away theirrifles.

The injured were rushed to
Dhaka Medical College and
Hospital where condition of
Nuruzzaman was stated to be
critical.

On information, police
raided different areas of the
village and recovered one of the
looted rifles from 200 yards off
the factoryand around 1 lamin
abandoned condition.

War crime accused invited
to join tribunal's meet!

A war crime accused person's
presence at a view exchange
meeting of the Internal Crimes
Tribunal investigation team at
Bagerhat yesterday created
resentment among the free-
dom fighters and war crime
victims.

Accused in four war crime
cases, Gotapara union
parishad Chairman Basarat
Halder was present as an
invitee at the meeting with the
freedom fighters and affected
people at Bagerhat Sadar
Upazila Parishad auditorium
inthe morning.

At one stage Basarat left the
meeting in face of objection
from the freedom fighters.

"Basarat Halder was an
identified razakar [collabora-
tor of the Pakistan occupation
forces during the Liberation
War] of Gotapara union. His
father late Shawkat Ali Halder
was a member of the sub-
division peace committee.
Basarat is accused in four
cases for war crimes,” said
Assistant Commander (Office)
of Bagerhat district
Muktijoddha Command
Council Sheikh Mostafizur
Rahman Badsha who was
present at the meeting.

Basarat Halder, on the other
hand, said, "I joined the meet-
ing after getting invitation
through the Bagerhat Sadar
upazila nirbahi officer. I left the
meeting as question was raised
over my presence there."

He claimed that the cases
against himwere conspiratorial.

Bagerhat Sadar upazila
nirbahi officer (UNO) Shafiqul
Islam said, "Basarat Halder
was invited to the meeting as a
UP chairman. All the 10 UP
chairmen in the upazila were
invited. I do not know whether
Basaratwas arazakar.”

Sadar upazila parishad
Chairman Khan Mujibur
Rahman presided over the
meeting held at Bagerhat
Sadar Upazila Parishad audi-
torium where a good number
of freedom fighters, people
affected by the Pakistani
occupation forces and their
collaborator razakars during
the Liberation War, relatives of
the war crime victims and

According to RU corre-
spondent, the students under
the banner of Samajtantrik
Chhatra Front joined the
programme that continued
foran hour from 11:00am.
Addressing a rally at the
venue in front of the Central
Library, the speakers urged the
government to formulate a
policy and guidelines to arrest
the prevalence of stalking.
They also requested the law
enforcers to remain on high
alert regarding stalking and to
take effective steps.
The speakers stressed the
need for creating social aware-
ness against the menace of

stalking and urged the people
toresistthe delinquents.

The rally was addressed,
among others, by Prof
Mahbuba Kaniz Keya, also the
general secretary of Mohila
Parishad BRU unit,
Samajtantrik Chhatra Front
President Mehedi Hasan and
Secretary Pallab.

In Pabna, police picked up
two suspected stalkers from
Pabna Government Girls
School area. They are
Emamuzzaman, 14, and Md
Rony, 15, of Ramchandrapur
village in Pabna Sadar upazila,
reports our correspondent.

Md Mohsin, officer-in-
charge of Pabna Sadar Police
Station, said the law enforcers
arrested the two as they were
roaming the area at noon.

OnTuesday, police arrested
11 stalkers in front of different
educational institutions in the
town. The arrestees were later
produced in a court that sent
them to jail, rejecting their bail
prayers.

"We were informed that 63
cases for war crimes have been
filed in Bagerhat district. Our
team will come to Bagerhat again
forinvestigation,” headded.
