Emmanuel Adebayor, who
scored a hattrick in the reverse
fixture two weeks ago, drew City
level early in the second half
when he lashed in the rebound
after home goalkeeper Jasmin
Buric saved his header.

There was a cruel sting in the
tail for the wvisitors, however, as
Lech restored their advantage
four minutes from time.

The goal had a touch of the
comical to it, with City centre-
back Dedryck Boyata inadver-
tently heading the ball against
Manuel Arboleda's head and
the ball rebounding into the
Citynet.

The Polish side made sure of
victory in the first minute of
injury time, with Mateusz
Mozdzen crashing a sweet drive
into the top-left corner from the
edge of the box to condemn City
to their third straight defeat.

"This is football," said City
coach Roberto Mancini.

"Probably if we played this
game another 100 times we
would win 90 times, maybe. But
we must accept this. We must
continue to work because
sometimes you lose games you
don'tdeservetolose.”

Lech and City are level on
seven points at the top of Group
A, with Italian giants Juventus
three points off the pace after a
disappointing 0-0 draw at home
to Red Bull Salzburg.

Liverpool once again had
skipper Gerrard to thank for a
rousing 3-1 comeback win over
Napoliat Anfield.

Ezequiel Lavezzi had put the
visitors in front after scamper-
ing in behind the Reds defence

in the 28th minute, but Gerrard
restored parity with 14 minutes
remaining, latching onto a poor
back-passbeforeslottinghome.

He then stepped up to dis-
patch an 88th-minute penalty
after Glen Johnson had been
tripped in the penalty area,
before completing his hattrick a
minute later by dinking the ball
over Napoli goalkeeper Morgan
de Sanctis.

The result enables Liverpool
to go five points clear of the
Italians, who drop to third
behind Steaua Bucharest in
Group K.

CSKA secured one of the two
qualifying berths in Group F

after coming from behind to
beat Palermo 3-1 in the Russian
capital and maintain their 100
percent record.

Massimo Maccarone put the
visitors ahead in the 10th min-
ute but Japanese international
Keisuke Honda equalised
shortly after half-time and a
quick-fire brace by Tomas Necid
took the Muscovites through.

Fellow Russian Premier
League side Zenit Saint-
Petersburg, the 2008 champi-
ons, also progressed, along with
Stuttgart, Porto and Belarusian
representatives BATE Borisow.

Paris Saint-Germain
spurned the chance to progress

as they registered a goalless
draw at home to German league
leaders Borussia Dortmund,
which allowed Sevilla to claim
the Group ] lead by thrashing
Karpaty Lviv4-0.

Holders Atletico Madrid
won 2-1 at Rosenborg thanks
to an 84th-minute winner
from Portuguese midfielder
Tiago Mendes.

The side from the Spanish
capital are a point behind
Group B leaders Bayer
Leverkusen after a goal in the
90th minute by Arturo Vidal
gave the German side a 1-0
win over Greek outfit Aris.

MU to send
Rooney to US

Manchester United striker
Wayne Rooney will be sent to
the United States for a week's
conditioning work in a bid to
speed his return from an ankle
injury.

Rooney has been sidelined
for several weeks and United
manager Sir Alex Ferguson
doesn't expect the England
star to be back in action before
the end of November.

But rather than use
United's facilities at their
Carrington training base,
Ferguson has decided to
arrange for Rooney to go to the
sportswear company Nike's
centre in Portland, Oregon.

Rooney has also been
dogged by lurid headlines
about his private life following
reports that he paid prosti-
tutes for sex while his wife was
pregnant with their first child.

And the move to send
Rooney to Nike Town is also
partly aimed at allowing him
time out of the media spot-
light.

Rooney will travel on
Saturday before returning a
week later, meaning he will
miss the local derby against
Manchester City at Eastlands
on November 10.

"Whatwe are intendingto do
with Wayne is send him to Nike
Town in the USA for a week's
conditioning training," United
assistant-manager Mike Phelan
revealed on Friday.

"We have decided, with
Wayne, the medical team and
the coaching staff that itwould
be the best thing for him. He is
going on Saturday and will
return the following Saturday.

"It is a week's intensive
conditioning, under the
supervision of our medical
team and our sports’ science
department.”

Phelan, who raised the
possibility that Rooney could
be back for the home encoun-
ter with Wigan on November
21, added: "We have the facili-
ties. We just thought it might
be in the interests of him and
the club to have a change of
scenery for alittle while.

"He has had a lot of atten-
tion lately and we want to give
him the best opportunity that
he possibly can to be in good
shape when hereturns.”

The Blues travel to
Liverpool brimming with
confidence after following up
their battling victory at
Blackburn with a 4-1 drubbing
of Spartak Moscow to reach
the last 16 of the Champions
League in midweek.

Yet while Liverpool have
endured a poor start to the
season, Drogba is wary of the
threat posed by Roy
Hodgson's men after they
recorded their second victory
in a row over Bolton last week
to climb out of the relegation
zone,

"There is never a good time
to go to Anfield because they
are a very strong team,” said
Drogba. "They will try to use
this game to start their season,
sowe have to beready.

"We are seeing a different
Liverpool than the one from
earlier in the season. They
have won their last two
matches and their confidence
is getting higher.

"We have to be careful. It's
true that we shouldn't fear any
team but we're going to have
some difficult moments. Since
I've been here, Chelsea v
Liverpool has been special
and it's always a difficult
game.

"We're going there to win
butit's not going to be easy.”

A hamstring injury will
prevent Liverpool's summer
signing Joe Cole from facing
his former club for the first
time since leaving Stamford
Bridge.

Chelsea meanwhile are
likely to welcome the return of
skipper John Terry, rested
against Spartak Moscow,
although midfielder Frank
Lampard remains unavailable
for Sunday's clash as he recov-
ers from a hernia operation.

Chelsea start the weekend
five points clear at the top of
the table, with Arsenal and
Manchester United ready to

eat into their lead in the event
ofaslip-up by the Londoners.

Both Arsenal and
Manchester United face poten-
tially awkward games however,
with the Gunners taking on a
buoyant Newcastle side after
their 5-1 win over Sunderland,
and United entertaining
Wolves at Old Trafford with
Mick McCarthy's side riding
high after their deserved win
over Manchester City.

"It's alright upsetting them,
you've got to really upset them
and take something off them -
and wouldn't they be nice
back-to-back results?” said
McCarthy. "Seriously, why
shouldn't we get any points
out of them?
