Maintenance Consultancy Services of Existing CAMS (Package # DoE-S20)

The Clean Air and Sustainable Environment (CASE) Project of Department of
Environment under the Ministry of Environment and Forests has a budget allocation
for maintenance of existing five (05) Continuous Air Monitoring Station (CAMS). The
project intends to apply part of the allocation to payments for the provision of
maintenance consultancy services for the project by hiring an international firm for
rendering maintenance consultancy services of existing CAMS.

The specific objectives of this maintenance consultancy are: i) initial repairing of the
CAMS for proper operation; ii) to facilitate routine preventive maintenance and timely
repairs of the faulty analyzer, samplers and associated equipment, to avoid
significant delays and data loss. Detail of the analyzers, samplers and associated
equipment are given in the Terms of Reference (ToR).

The services include:
W Asses the status of CAMS and carryout needed repairs;

m Initial full repair, service, adjustment and calibration as necessary of the CAMS
to make equipment in good working condition;

m Provide list of spares and consumables including calibration gases those would
be required to make all 5 CAMS fully operational in their proposal and supply
them for prompt initial repair and maintenance;

W Prepare a detailed status report of five (05) CAMS after initial repair and
maintenance;

m Furnish list of spares parts and consumables including calibration gases
including price valid for the contract period, required for achieving uninterrupted
data capture from the CAMS and major repair work will be carried out by the
contractor/firm's service engineer;

W Supply and store at the project site all necessary spares, calibration gas and
consumables including calibration gases (preferably yearly basis) required for
all 5 CAMS operation covering the assignment period;

m Provide preventive maintenance schedule for ensuring minimum breakdown
time:

B Perform periodic routine preventive maintenance, calibration and servicing of
CAMS as described in Annexure A; major repair work will be carried out by the
firm's qualified service engineer;

W Repair equipment preferably on site if possible; in case of major breakdown
where factory repair may be required, which need longer time, the firm may be
required to arrange for a spare equipment to avoid prolonged data loss;

B Update the requirement of necessary spare parts, calibration gases and
consumables if necessary;

W Perform emergency callouts within 2 working days after being informed in e-mail
by CASE/DoE and initiate repair and service of any equipment as necessary;

B Maintain a service record and a record of spares and consumables used for
maintenance, calibrations and repairs;

B Periodic visit to the CAMS site by qualified servicing engineer for routine
preventive maintenance;

B Perform any other work deemed required to make all the CAMS running during
contract period;

B Maintain service record and spare used for maintenance.

The activities are expected to spread over a period of 48 months. The approximate
commencement date of the contract will be February 2011.

The firm should have at least five (05) years experience in maintenance of Air Quality
Monitoring equipment and associated auxiliary systems. The firm should have
demonstrated capacity to undertake comprehensive maintenance work of complex
equipment. The firm also required to have proof that they are agent/supplier of the
original manufacturer of equipment or agreement with the original manufacturer, so
that spare, consumables and technical assistance may be readily available. The firm
must have locally based trained service personnel to perform all but rare exceptional
repairs and maintenance services (as mentioned in Section 3 of ToR) at highest level
of customer satisfaction.

Interested international consulting firms are invited to provide information indicating
that they are sufficiently qualified to perform the services as elicited above
(brochures, description of similar assignments, experience in similar operating
conditions, availability of appropriate and qualified professionals and staffs etc.
experienced in maintenance of CAMS). The EQls would be reviewed for short listing
on the basis of the followings:

a) Registration of the lead firm including its associations;

b) Human resources of the firm and its association with appropriate skills and their
availability in course of implementation of the assignment;

c) Demonstrated capacity of the firm with documentary evidence to handle such
assignment in terms of technical, human and fiscal resources;

d) International experience of the lead firm in similar assignment with incontrovertible
evidence;
e) Support service of the consulting firm and its association;

f) Technical and managerial ability of the local/foreign partners in terms of human
resources and experience of similar assignment and;

g) Any other criteria related to the assignment to be determined by the Technical
Evaluation Committee duly constituted by the government.

The consulting firms may associate with other firms, local or foreign, to enhance their
qualifications, but should mention whether the association is in the form of a "Joint-
Venture" or of "Sub-Consultancy”. In case of a joint venture proposal, all members of
such "association" should have real and well-defined inputs to the assignment and it
is preferable to limit the total number of firms including the associates to a maximum
of four.

A consulting firm will be selected in accordance with the procedures set out in the
PPR-08 following QCBS method.

Interested international consulting firms shall obtain further information (i.e. detailed
TOR) at the address below from 9.00am to 4.00pm (except holidays). The
expression of interests must be submitted to the address below by 06/12/2010, in a
sealed envelope clearly marked "EOI for Maintenance Services of Existing CAMS
(Contract Package No. DOE-S20).
