The Department of Environment (DOE) is implementing 'Community Based
Adaptation in the Ecologically Critical Areas through Biodiversity Conservation
and Social Protection' Project, jointly funded by Climate Change Trust Fund and
UNDP, in 3 ECAs namely, Cox's Bazar-Teknaf Peninsula, Sonadia island and Hakaluki
Haor over a period of 3 years from July 1, 2010. Expression of interests are invited
from suitably qualified and experienced NGOs who are interested in implementing
activities in any of the ECA under the project. Total two NGOs-one in Cox's Bazar-
Teknaf Peninsula and Sonadia island ECAs and other in Hakaluki Haor ECA will be
engaged by the project.

The objective of the assignment is to work in partnership with DOE towards
establishing a community based adaptation to climate change, strengthen biodiversity
conservation process and alternative livelihoods for affected people of the selected
ECAs to reduce pressure on ecological resources, utilizing the existing institution
framework. To this end project will undertake activities to enhance communities'
capacity with respect to biodiversity conservation and make them resilient against
climate change (CC) impacts through piloting and demonstrating different options.
Moreover, provision is also kept to provide financial and skills support to the vulnerable
communities for diversifying their livelihoods.

NGOs must have experience of minimum 5 years in CC adaptation and biodiversity
conservation planning through community participation, training and capacity building
of community people on adaptation and conservation, planning and implementation of
alternative livelihood plans and implementation of demo projects in ECAs. The NGOs
should have a team of qualified professionals having sufficient experience of CC
adaptation and biodiversity conservation in community driven development with
participatory approach.
