Invitation for Pre-Qualification of
Contractors

The Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh has received an ODA Loan

from Japan International Cooperation Agency, hereinafter referred to as the "JICA",

in the amount of Japanese Yen 7,824,000,000 toward the cost of Eastern

Bangladesh Bridge Improvement Project [Loan Agreement No. BD-P60 dated

March 01, 2009], and intends to apply a portion of the proceeds of the loan fo

payments under the contracts for which this Invitation for Pre-Qualification is issued.

Disbursement of the ODA Loan by JICA will be subject, in all respects, to the terms

and conditions of the Loan Agreement, including the disbursement procedures and

the 'Guidelines for Procurement under JICA ODA Loans'. No party other than the

Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh shall derive any rights from the

Loan Agreement or have any claim fo Loan proceeds. The above Loan Agreement

will cover only a part of the project cost. As for the remaining portion, the

Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh will take appropriate measures

for finance.

JICA requires that bidders and contractors, as well as the Govermnment of the

People's Republic of Bangladesh, under contracts funded with JICA ODA Loans and

other Japanese ODA, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement

and execution of such contracts. In pursuance of this policy, JICA:

a) will reject a proposal for award if it determines that the bidder recommended for
award has engaged in corrupt or fraudulent practices in competing for the
contract in question;

b) will recognize a contractor as ineligible, for a period determined by JICA, to be
awarded a contract funded with JICA ODA Loans if it at any times determines
that the contractor has engaged in corrupt or faudulent practices in competing
for, or in executing, another contract funded with JICA ODA Loans or other
Japanese ODA.

The Roads and Highways Department, under the Ministry of Communications,

Government of Bangladesh, hereinafter referred to as "the Employer”, intends o pre-

qualify contractors for civli works under the Project. The Project involves

construction, replacement, reconstruction or repair of bridges at sixty-three (63)

Department (RHD). The civil works have been divided into the following four

(iv) Contract No. EBBIP/Sylhet/CP-04, comprising of replacement of bridges at
eighteen (18) locations in Sylhet Zone. At one location the work involves only
demoliton of the existing bridge, where the river channel has become
redundant, and construction of road embankment at the said location.

locations, nature and complexity of these works, major construction material

quantities, availability of construction materials etc. is given in the pre-qualification
documents.

It is expected that invitations to bids will be made in April 2011.

Pre-qualification is open to firms and voluntarily formed joint ventures from eligible

source countries, in accordance with the Guidelines for Procurement wnder JICA

EBBIP/Dhaka/CP-01, US$ 10.0 milion or more for Contract Nos.
EBBIP/Chittagong/CP-02 and EBBIP/Sylhet/CP-04, and US$ 5.0 million or more for
Contract No. EBBIP/Comilla/CP-03.
