The cabinet yesterday
approved the draft
Vagrant and Shelterless
People (Rehabilitation)
Act 2010 in an effort to
rehabilitate street people,
with provision for lifetime
imprisonment or death
penalty for forcing anyone
into begging.

When passed, the law
will also prevent theft,
robbery, trafficking of
women and children, and
trading of drugs by
vagrants.
