Sudanese civilians and wounded 18 near the border as
they were returning from the north, southern internal

affairs minister Gier Chuangsaid yesterday.
"A convoy of returnees coming from the north to the

south were ambushed yesterday (Monday) at about 5:00
pm (1400 GMT) by armed Misseriya. Ten were killed and
18 were wounded," Chuang told a news conference in the

southern regional capital Juba.
"The attackers came in six or seven vehicles with
