BNP, JCD leaders getbail

BNP and JCD leaders yesterday got bail in a police assault
case. The leaders are Abul Bashar, vice president of Saturia
upazila BNE Asaduzzaman Khan Dolon, former joint
convener of district JCD, Masud Parvez, former joint secre-
tary of district JCD and Razib Hasan Khan, former assistant
organising secretary of district JCD. Additional Chief
Judicial Magistrate Golok Chandra Basak granted the bail
on some conditions after they appeared before the court at
around 11:00am. Sub Inspector of Manikganj Sadar police
station Badrul Alam lodged the case against them after 15
people including policemen were injured in a clash
between JCD and policemen during the JCD's founding
anniversary programime on January 1.

Jamaatleader arrested
UNB, Khulna

A local leader of Jamaat-e-Islami was arrested at
Paikgachha Bazaar in Paikgachha upazila on Wednesday
night. Police picked up Moulana Aminul Islam, general
secretary of upazila Jamaat, at about 8pm. He was arrested
as a local court in Satkhira district earlier issued a warrant
of arrest against him. Aminul, also superintendent of
Mothbaria Dakhil Madrasa, was sent to Satkhira after his
arrest, said police.

Twenty-eight mayoral candidates are contesting
for the January 18 election in five municipalities
under Moulvibazar district.

There are more than one candidates belonging
to ALin all the five municipalities while BNP failed
to field single candidates in three municipalities
ofthe district.

Intra-party rivalry about mayoral candidature
has given rise to conflict among local units of AL
and BNP.

In Moulvibazar municipality, there are four
mayor candidates -- sitting Mayor Fayzul Karim
Mayun (BNP), Saifur Rahman Babul (AL), Nahid
Ahmed (AL) and Muhibur Rahman Jalali.

Seven mayor candidates in Srimongal munici-
pality are sitting Mayor Md Ahad Miah (BNP), Md
Mohsin Miah Modhu (BNP), Abdul Rahim (AL),
Khokon Singha, Nazrul Islam, Abdul Mobin
Tarafdar, and Bhubaneswar Purkayestha (AL).

Candidates in Kamalganj municipality are sitting
Mayor Hasin Afroz Chowdhury (BNP), Igbal Parvez
Chaudhury (AL), Muhibur Rahman (Talamiz-e-
Islamia), Abu Ibrahim Zamsed (BNP), Syed Ibrahim

Md Abdullah (Jamaat), and Aslam Igbal (AL).
In Kulaura municipality, five candidates are in

the race. They are sitting Mayor Kamal Ahmed
Juned (BNP), Shafi Alam Yunus (AL), Shafiul Alam
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(AL), Motiur Rahman Motoi (BNP) and Enamul

[slam (Jatiya Party- Ershad).
Contestants in Baralekha municipality are

Rafiqul Islam Sundor (AL), Fakhrul Islam (BNP),
Khijir Ahmed (Jamaat), Abdun Nur and Khalilur
Rahman.

Syed Bazlul Karim Mafique, AL central coordi-
nator of municipal election for Sylhet division, in
a press conference at Moulvibazar Press Club on
Sunday noon said Saifur Rahman Babul has been
given party support for mayoral election in

Moulvibazar municipality.
“Party Chief and Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina

has asked Awami League activists to work for
Saifur Rahman Babul. As the municipal election is
a non-political one, there is no written papers on

partysupport,” he said.
Lawmaker from Moulvibazar Sadar Syed

Mohsin Ali, AL leader Syed Siddiqul Hasan, dis-
trict Jatiya Party General Secretary Syed Shahab
Uddin, and district Jatiya Samajtantrik Dal (JSD-
Inu) President Abdul Haque were present in the

press conference, among others.

Intra-party rivalry may hit big two parties

led grand alliance -- Jatiya Party, National Awami
Party (NAP-Mujaffar), Gonotontri Party, Workers
Party and JSD-Inu have extended support to AL
mayor candidate Saifur Rahman Babul.

Nahid Ahmed, general secretary of district unit
of Jubo League, is also contesting for mayor post
for Moulvibazar municipality election. A large
faction of Moulvibazar AL including district unit
General Secretary Nesar Ahmed, former whip Md
Azizur Rahman and former MP Husne Ara Wahid
are backing Nahid Ahmed in the mayoral race.

District BNP leader and sitting Mayor of
Moulvibazar municipality Md Fayzul Karim
Mayun in a press release on Sunday alleged viola-
tion of the election code of conduct and plan of
polls rigging by two mayor candidates belonging
to ALin Moulvibazar.

Demanding deployment of army at every
polling station to ensure peaceful polling, he said,
“Untoward situation may occur at any time as
identified criminals belonging to AL are in the
field. And so, deployment of sufficient law enforc-
ersis needed before the poll.”

Meanwhile, a portion of Moulvibazar district
BNE known as followers of former lawmaker
Naser Rahman, also son oflate finance minister M
Saifur Rahman, are opposing Mayun's candida-
ture, although he is the lone candidate from BNP
in the municipality.

Security money of 13 out of
23 mayor aspirants in three
municipalities of Kurigram
district has been forfeited as
they failed to secure one-
eighth of the total votes cast

inWednesday's elections.
They are Md Majidul

Islam (Jatiya Party) and Md
Shakawat Hossain Bipul
(Independent) in kurigram
municipality. BNP rebel
candidate Md Nur Islam
Nuru won the election
defeating his nearest rival
Md Abdul Zalil of AL.

In Ulipur municipality,
security money of AL rebel
candidates Abu Sayed
Sarkar, Md Shajjdur Rahman
and Md Abdullahhel Baki,
BNP rebel candidate Md
Aminul Islam and Islami
Shasantantra Andolan can-

10 injured in
Sirajganj
post-poll
violence

At least 10 people were
injured and two shops and
three houses ransacked
yesterday in separate inci-
dents of post election vio-
lence in the district town.

Of the injured, four were
admitted to Sirajganj Sadar
Hospital.

Police said, supporter of
defeated candidate Golam
Mostafa of Chakkopdas
village attacked some peo-
ple of Uttarpara village alleg-
edly for not casting votes in
favour of their candidate.

The two groups swooped
on each other with brickbats
and sticks and ransacked
two shops and three houses,
injuring 10 people from both
sides.

Meanwhile, police
arrested two people from the
spot.

Earlier, BNP backed can-
didate advocate Mokaddes
Aliwas elected next mayor of
Sirajganj municipality yes-
terday, defeating advocate
KM Hossain Ali of Awami
League by a large margin in
the municipal election.

Advocate Mokaddes
bagged 36,315 votes while
his main rival advocate
Hossain Ali secured 24,102
votes.

In Kazipur municipality
BNP backed Abdus Salam
was elected mayor by secur-
ing 2,867 votes while his
nearest rival GM Talukdar of
Awami League got 2,454
votes.

In Raiganj Mosharraf
Hossain of Jamaat-e-Islami
was elected mayor getting
2,526 votes while his nearest
candidate secured 2,468
votes.

In Ullapara, BNP backed
Mohammad Billal Hossain
bagged 11035 votes while his
main rival got 10,924 votes.

In Shahjadpur,
Mohammad Nazrul Islam of
BNP was elected mayor by
securing 18,288 votes
defeating his nearest rival
who bagged 14,276 votes.

In Belkuchi municipality
AL backed Mofiz Uddin
Khan got 12,204 votes to
become new mayor while
his nearest candidate got
11,999 votes.
