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Manipuri people protest bid

to grab top activist's land
Human chain, rally in Sylhet city

Members of the Manipuri
community yesterday
demanded immediate action
against the gang that tried to
grab the land of veteran activist
S Rina Devi in the city's
Shibganjarea onSunday:.

Rina is president of the

Bangladesh Manipuri
Mohila Samity.

The protesters also
staged a human chain and
held a rally at the Central
Shaheed Minar in the city to
press for steps to save the
ancestral property of the
people of indigenous com-

munity from local grabbers.

Bangladesh Manipuri Mohila
samity, Bangladesh Manipuri
Sahitya Sangsad, Integrated
Manipuri Association, Ethnic
Community Development
Association, Bangaledsh
Manipuiri Jubo Samity,
Bangladesh Manipuri
Chhatra Samity, Patra
Sampraday Kalyan Parishad
and Tribal Welfare
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Association, among others,
joined the programmes.

They later submitted a
memorandum to the Prime
Minister through the Deputy
Commissioner of Sylhet.

In the memo, they alleged
that a Sylhet city ward coun-
cillor led the gang of 70 to 80
goons who attempted to
grab the family land of Rina
Devion 23 January.

A son, a daughter and
three others of Rina Devi's
family sustained injuries as
the culprits launched an
attack, the memo added.

However, as the police
and Rab teams reached
there, the gang left the scene
after awhile, locals said.

A case was filed on the
following day with the Sylhet
Kotwali police station against
70to 80 people, including 8 FIR
named, butnonewasarrested.

Manipuri community
people in the area are now
passing their days in panic,
the memo further said.

In the memo, they called
for ensuring law and order in
the area to remove fear and
uncertainty among the mem-
bersof the community.

According to our Sirajganj correspondent,
a mobile court, led by additional district magistrate Golam
Rabbani, caught Akhtar and a representative of the dealer,
Khokon, red-handed from a rice trader's shop at Fazlul
Hugq Road in the town with the OMS rice. The team seized
200 kilogram of OMS rice from their possession. Dulal was
awarded one-month rigorous imprisonment.

Sattar's mother Nurjahan Begum, was burned to death as
she could not come out from the burning house.

Local sources said the fire originated from the kitchen
of Giasuddin Kotwal's house and soon engulfed the adjoin-
ing houses.

by the fire at about Tk 50 lakh.

Human chain in Rangpur for
punishment to stalkers

A mobile court in Satkhira on
Tuesday jailed a stalker while
ahuman chainwas formed in
Rangpur yesterday demand-
ing punishment to stalkers.

A mobile court on
Tuesday sentenced a youth
to one month's jail for stalk-
ing a teenage girl in Kalaroa
upazila of Satkhira, reports
our correspondent.

Kalaroa upazila nirbahi
officer (UNO) A N M Tariqul
Islam, also the executive mag-
istrate, delivered the judgment
afterhearing both sides.

Convict Raju Ahmed alias
Ripon, 23, is son of Tajul Islam
of village Uttar Murarikati in
Kalaroaupazila.

Mobile court sources said
Ripon used to stalk Bilkis
Khatun, 13, daughter of Md
Samsuddin Ahmed of village
Mirzapur on her way to and
from school.

Victim's father
Samsuddin Ahmed filed a
case with Kalaroa police
station against the stalker on
Tuesday and police immedi-
ately arrested him.

Later, a mobile court led
by Kalaroa upazila nirbahi
officer punished the stalker.

In Rangpur, students and
teachers of Rangpur
Carmichael College formed a
human chain yesterday
demanding action against

the stalkers who, after getting
bail from jail on Monday,
threatened the victims again,
reports our correspondent.

The human chain held in
the town demanded punish-
ment to the stalkers for whom
Ankhi, the victim of their
stalking, in nowin distress.

Mamun and Rajib, stu-
dents of accounting depart-
ment of the college were
caught red-handed recently
at Lalbagh by locals while
they were harassing a num-
ber of students who came to
save Ankhi, an English
department student.

A case was registered with
Rangpur kotwali police
station in this connection.
Police sent the two to
Rangpur central jail.

On Monday, getting freed
from jail on bail they went to
the campus and threatened
Ankhi and others of dire
consequences.

In Khulna. a stalker was
sent to jail for harassing a
female college student at
Dhangmary village in
Dakope upazila yesterday.

The convict was identi-
fied as Ratan Roy, 25, of the
village.

Police said Ratan used to
tease the female student on
her way to college. Later, her
father filed a case with

Students block highway
demanding exam centre

Attack local politician, law enforcers

Students of Kashipur School
and College in the city yes-
terday blocked Barisal-
Dhaka highway demanding
SSC examination centre at

the institution.
Barisal education board

authorities published a list
of 70 centres including five
new ones under the board
to hold this year's second-
ary school certificate exam-
ination. About 62,000 can-
didates will take the exami-
nation, beginning
February 1.

The students and their

guardians have been
demanding an SSC exami-

nation centre at Kashipur
School and College for long.
As the board authorities did
not set up an 5S5C exam
centre at the institution, the
students became furious
and blocked the highway at

around 10:00am.
The agitating students

also intercepted Sramik
League district unit presi-
dent Aftab Ahmed while he
was passing the area in a car.
They forced him to get down

from the car and walk home.
Aspolice and Rab person-

nelreached the spotat noon,
the students started throw-
ing brickbats on them. The
law enforcers used trun-
cheons, dispersed the agitat-

ing students and took con-
trol of the area.

Traffic on the highway
resumed after law enforcers
removed the barricade at
around I:00pm:.
Administrative officials later
held a meeting with
Kashipur School and College
authorities and assured
them that they would sit
with the board officials to

resolve the issue.
Contacted, Delwar

Hossain, controller of exam-
ination of Barisal Education
Board, said the board
authorities held a meeting in
the afternoon and decided
to set up a centre at Kashipur
School and College.
