Deputy Prime Minister

Bijay Kumar Gachhedar of
the Madhesi People's Rights
Forum - Democratic filed his
nomination papers in a
surprise move shortly before
the 4:00pm deadline for the

purpose expired.
Gachhedar has support

from two other Madhesi
parties.

From the single largest
party UCPN-Maoist, its
Chairman Prachanda filed
his nomination papers,
while Nepali Congress (NC)
again fielded Ram Chandra
Poudyal for the top post.

Afghan and Pakistani troops exchanged
fire across the border yesterday, said offi-
cials, blaming each other for provoking
the incident that left one Pakistani soldier

The disputed and unmarked border area
between Afghanistan and Pakistan has been
classified by Washington as one of the most
dangerous spots on Earth and a headquar-
ters of Al-Qaeda and Taliban fanning conflict

A border police commander in
Afghanistan's eastern province of Khost
confirmed the exchange of fire and accused
Pakistan of sparking the battle.

"At around 11:00am today, Pakistani
troops in Waziristan started firing heavy and
light weapons towards police posts in
Gurbuz district. Our soldiers returned fire,"

"Their attack was completely unpro-
voked and without reason. The fighting is
still continuing, there hasn't been casualties

In Pakistan's north-western city of
Peshawar, a senior military official said one

wounded.
"Afghan forces fired several mortar

shells on one of our military checkposts,
leaving one soldier dead and injuring three
others. We fired in retaliation. Our troops
are using artillery and mortars," the official
said.

Two Pakistani intelligence officials told
AFP that Afghan troops fired mortars into
Bange-e-Dar checkpost in Ghulam Khan
town in North Waziristan tribal district,
which is considered the Taliban's main
stronghold in Pakistan.

[t was the most serious cross-border clash
between Afghan and Pakistani troops since
May 2007, when three civilians and a police-

man were killed.
Afghanistan and Pakistan trade routine

recriminations on border security, accusing
each other of allowing militants to infiltrate
the porous and mountainous border to carry
out attacks.

Neither Afghanistan nor ethnic Pashtuns
living on both sides of the border accept the
frontier, known as the Durand Line, which
was drawn up colonial Britain in 1893.
Afghanistan says it eatsinto its territory.

S Lanka holds
suspect in

Sri Lankan police arrested
on Tuesday a suspect in the
torching of the offices of a
web site critical of the gov-
ernment, an attack which
drew condemnation from
the US government.

Monday's arson at the
office of UK-based web site
www.lankaenews.com,
which regularly criticises the
government and has links to
a politician who fell out with
President Mahinda
Rajapaksa, is the latest in a
series of assaults on media.

Rajapaksa ordered a swift
investigation, and police on
Tuesday said they had
arrested a man on suspicion
of involvement and were
continuing their investiga-
tion.

to Muslim cleric Anwar al-Awlaki, Woolwich Crown Court

was told.

The computer expert worked for the airline in the city
and had access to BA offices there and at Heathrow.

Karim, 31, denies plotting to blow up an aircraft and
gaininga UK job to exploit terrorist purposes.

He has already pleaded guilty to three other terror
charges, the jury was told.

Karim is accused of plotting to blow up a plane, shar-
ing information of use to hate groups such as al-Qaeda,
offering to help financial or disruptive attacks on BA, and
gaining a UK job to exploit terrorist purposes.

He was arrested in February 2010 while working for the
airline’s call centre in Newcastle.

On the first day of the trial, the court heard how Karim
came to the UKin 2006 and got a job with BA.

The jury was told that Karim established a "deep
cover', joining a gym, playing football and never airing
extreme views.

It is alleged that he was communicating with a terror
cell as well as Anwar al-Awlaki, who has never been
caught and is believed to be hiding in the mountains of
Yemen.

Jonathan Laidlaw QC, prosecuting, said the defendant
was preparing himself or others for terrorist attacks.

He said the court would hear that Karim was an
extreme jihadist.

“He believes that terrorism, including the murder of
civilians, is permissible to establish a true Islamic state.

“The defendant was anxious himself to carry out such
an attack and he was determined to seek martyrdom - to
die and to sacrifice himself for his cause,” Laidlaw said.

He also said that those who knew Karim thought he
was mild-mannered.

He attended two mosques--Grange Park Mosque and
University of Newcastle Mosque--and was not known to
hold extreme views, the court heard.

Laidlaw said “It was, as far as anybody could tell a per-
fectly ordinarylife he wasliving.”

had eight months ago declared fatwa illegal and a punish-

able offence.

In a suo moto rule, the HC directed them also to report
what steps they have taken in this regard.

An HC bench comprised of Justice AHM Shamsuddin
Chowdhury Manik and Justice Sheikh Md Zakir Hossain
issued the rule following press reports on the killing of
Hena.

The reports said Hena was raped by her 40-year-old
relative Mahbub on Sunday. Next day, a fatwa was
announced at a village arbitration that she must be given
100 lashes. She fell unconscious after nearly 80 lashes.

Fatally injured Hena was rushed to Naria health com-
plexwhere shesuccumbed toherinjuries.

Supreme Court lawyer Seema Zahur yesterday placed
before the HC bench a press report on the incident on
behalf of Bangladesh National Women Lawyers
Association.

Meanwhile, another HC bench yesterday directed the
law enforcement agencies to submit a report to it within
three weeks on what steps have been taken following this
incident in the light of its judgement on extra-judicial
punishment.

The bench comprised of Justice Syed Mahmud Hossain
and Justice Nazrul Islam Talukder also ordered the infor-
mation ministry to run a media campaign to create
awareness among people against extra-judicial punish-
ment.

The bench headed by Justice Syed Mahmud Hossain
on July 8 last year delivered the verdict declaring illegal all
kinds of extra-judicial punishment including those in the
name of fatwa atlocal arbitrations.

Following three writ petitions, the court directed the
authorities concerned to take punitive action against
people involved in enforcing fatwa against women.

It also observed that infliction of brutal punishment
including caning, whipping and beating at local salish
[arbitration] by persons devoid of judicial authority con-
stitutes violation of the constitutional rights.

Barristers Rabia Bhuiyan, Sara Hossain and Mahbub
Shafique, and advocate KM Hafizul Alam, lawyers for the
writ petitioners, yesterday placed the judgement to the
bench following the incident involving Hena.

Ain O Salish Kendra (ASK), a human rights watchdog,
expressed deep concern and shock yesterday at the killing
ofteenage rape victim Hena.

It demanded punitive action against those who
enforced fatwa concerning her.

The ASK called upon the government to take effective
steps to stop recurrence of such incidents.
