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Proposed amendments
to weaken the ACC

Spealkers tell Sujon roundtable in Sylhet

The proposed amend-
ments to the Anti-
Corruption Commission
(ACC) Act will weaken the
anti-graft watchdog, said
speakers ataroundtable in

Sylhet yesterday.
The move to amend the

ACC Act shows that the
government does not have
trust in an independent
watchdog monitoring its
activities, they said at the
roundtable titled 'Proposed
amendment to ACC Act

and people's concern'.
Against the backdrop of

the government's move for
bringing amendments to
the ACC law, Sylhet chapter
of Sujon, an organisation
working for good gover-
nance, arranged the
roundtable at the confer-
ence room of Sylhet City
Corporation on Saturday
evening.

Speaking as the chief
guest, executive member of
Sujon central committee Dr
Shahdeen Malik said it is
evident from the proposed
provisions, especially the
one that requires the ACC to
take permission from the
government prior to filing
cases against the govern-
ment officials, that the
administration does not
want to make the ACC inde-

pendent and effective.
Any amendment to the

ACC Act contradicting the
constitution will not sustain
before the High Court, said
Shahdeen Malik, an emi-

nent lawyer.
The provision for prior

permission before filing
cases against government
officials would mean pro-
viding a kind of immunity, a
kind of indemnity, for a

section of people, he said.
"If passed, such a dis-

criminatory law will not win
in the legal battle before the
High Court, as our constitu-

tion ensures equity for all
before law,” he added.
Opposing the provision
of making the ACC account-
able to the president, other
speakers suggested forming
an all-party parliamentary
committee or a supreme
judicial council to ensure
accountability of the anti-

corruption watchdog.
They proposed strength-

ening the capacity of the
ACC, ensuring effective
judiciary, decentralising
power, raising public aware-
ness and ensuring account-
ability of the ACC staffs to

Houses, shanties, shops gutted

At least 27 houses, 25 shan-
ties and 4 shops were gutted
in fire incidents in Cox's
Bazar, Narayanganj and
Dinajpur on Saturday and
Thursday.

Sixteen houses and four
shops were gutted in a
devastating fire at
Banikpara village in Ramu
upazila of Cox's Bazar on
Saturday.

Witnesses said, the fire
originated from the kitchen

of a house late at night and
soon engulfed the adjacent
houses and shops.

Locals brought the fire
under control after three
hours of frantic efforts,
reports UNB.

The affected house and
shop owners claimed that
cash, gold ornaments and
other valuables worth
aboutTk 2 crore were gutted
in the blaze.

In Dinajpur, at least 11
houses of a housing project
in Birganj upazila were

burnt to ashes on Thursday
night.

The fire originated from
the kitchen of Jagdish
Chandra Roy, of Arjunahar
housing project at
Shatogram village and soon
engulfed the adjacent
houses.

Property worth Tk 5
lakh were damaged in the
fire incident, the house
owners said.

In Narayanganj, at least
25 shanties were gutted in a
fire that broke out in

Shantinibash area of Fatulla
under Sadar upazila on
Thursday.

Most of the affected
family members are gar-
ment workers, reports our
correspondent.

Police and local sources
said, the fire originated
from a gas oven at a kitchen
of the shanties and soon
engulfed the area.

The affected families
claimed losses of goods

and other valuables worth
Tk 8 lakh.

from in front of NNP
Nazirpara office and
then blocked the high-
way, forming human
chains on both sides of

the road.
The agitating NNP staff

withdrew the blockade after
the UNO assured that he
would inform the authori-
ties concerned about the
demand.

At a rally on the high-
way, the employees of the
nutrition programme
urged the government not
to make them jobless by

closing the programme.
They said over 5,000

staffs have been working in
Boda, Debiganj and
Tentulia of Panchagarh
district for 15 years. Apart
from caring for pregnant
women, they try to develop
awareness among the peo-
ple against dowry, child
marriage and acid violence,

they added.
They demanded imme-

diate withdrawal of the
decision and payment of
arrears.

ing none as accused of

stealing idols.
