2. Project design is based on: (i) lessons learned from ADB Loan
1771-BAN: Chiftagong Hill Tracts Rural Development Project
(CHTRDP); (i) outputs of ADB regional technical assistance on
CHT Study for Potential for Integrated Small-Scale Water
Resources and (jii) draft project completion report for CHTRDP.
Preliminary field scoping investigations were undertaken in
parallel with an extensive literature review and discussions with
other development partners operating in CHT. The Project will
improve economic opportunities to improve rural household
incomes. The Project will be community driven for rural
infrastructure, watershed and micro agri-business development
activities. To maximise economic opportunities and potential
benefits rural access roads will be the driving factor behind
project design and will guide locations for village infrastructure
(600 villages in total) and for micro agri-business development
and watershed management. The project will be implemented in
the three CHT districts: (i) Khagrachhari; (i) Bandarban; and (iii)
Rangamati and will benefit rural poor communities.

3. The overall goal of the Project is to contribute to a reduction in
the incidence of poverty in Chittagong Hill Tracts (CHT), and
provide suitable implementation arrangements to underpin the
CHT Accord and strengthen key institutions to help meet their
mandated role.
