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Rights are equal
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contradict with the Muslim
family law, the state minister
said the NWDP is not a law
and does not affect the
inheritance laws.

The policy upholds the
rights of all women irrespec-
tive of their religions, she
added.

Shirin Sharmin also said
they would draw a national
action plan based on this
policy which says, “Provide
women with full control over
their right to land, earned
property, health, education,
training, information, inher-
itance, credit, technology
and opportunity to earn...
And enact necessary new
laws to put these rights into
practice.”

The NWDP also reads
"Ensure women's rights in
formulation and implemen-
tation of economic policies
[for sectors like trade, cur-
rency and tax]."

Sources said the policy
contains provisions for
physically and mentally
challenged women and
those from the indigenous
communities.

Last year, Prime Minister

Sheikh Hasina said her gov-
ernment would, if necessary,
amend or repeal laws that
are harmful and discrimina-
tory to women.
BNP-Jamaat in 2004
coalition government
approved another women
development policy deleting
or replacing phrases like
“equal right”, “equal and full
participation”, “right to
land”, “inheritance” and
“property”, with “constitu-
tional right”, “preference”
and “greater participation”.
In 2008, the then care-
taker government
announced the Women
Development Policy legalis-
ing women's equal rights,
including property rights,
which were opposed by a
section of Islamic clerics.
Meanwhile, a number of
women's organisations, activ-
ists, and intellectuals have
welcomed the government for
approvingthe NWDP.
Terming the policy consis-
tent with the sprit of
Liberation War and country's
constitution, former care-
taker government adviser
Sultana Kamal demanded
immediate implementation

ofthe policy.

Karmojibi Nari, Steps
Towards Development and
Nagorik Uddyog, among
others, echoed Sultana
Kamal's opinion.

Asked about the NWDP,
khatib of Baitul Mukarram
National Mosque, Maulana
Muhammad Salahuddin
Ahmed, told The Daily Star
that he would comment on
the matter after studying the
policy.

Meanwhile, on the eve of
the International Women's
Day, President Zillur
Rahman and Prime Minister
Sheikh Hasina, in separate
messages, have called upon
all to defend women's rights.

The president said this
year's women's Day theme
Equal access to education,
training and science and
technology: Pathway to
decent work for women is
very much relevant today.

The prime minister said
the government is firmly
committed to the women's
development and drew an

action plan for their uplift.
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CID asked to place

BSF men when she was com-
ing from India through
Phulbari border in Kurigram
on January 7. India later
regretted thekilling.
Meanwhile, PTI quoting
BSF DG Raman Srivastav
said BSF has given BGB a list
of camps of Indian rebel
groups in the northeast of
Bangladesh. India also
received from Bangladesh a
list of groups using the
Indian soil for criminal

activities forlong.
These issues are also

likely to dominate the talks,
PTTadds.

In the last DG-level talks,
Bangladesh agreed on the
setting up of military wire
obstacles by BSF at 46
points within 150 yards of
the zero point.

But India is setting up
structures and constructing
roads at other border points
without informing

Bangladesh.

Morgan's pyrotechnics
won't be easily forgotten by
the Tigers after the left-
hander's gutsy ton last March
that stole a possible
Bangladesh win at the Sher-

e-Bangla National Stadium.

England now take on
Bangladesh in an important
World Cup group B encoun-
ter for both sideson March 11
and though Morgan's pro-
posed inclusion could be a
boost for the visitors, the
Tigers camp are of the opin-
ion that they have gained
through Pietersen's exit.

“Kevin is also a world-
class player. In one sense it's
good that he's not playing
and to be honest, we don't
think about others. We are
thinking about ourselves and
how we do it properly,” said
Bangladesh opener Tamim
Igbal, during their training
session at the Zohur Ahmed
Chowdhury Stadium, which
will host the Tigers' matches
against England and the
Netherlands on the 11th and
l4th respectively.

Brutal triple murder
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Kadomtoli.

Kadomtoli Police Station
Officer-in-Charge Kazi
Ayubur Rahman said police
recovered the bodies at
about 1:00pm and sent them
to Sir Salimullah Medical
College Hospital morgue for
autopsy.

The three might have
been killed early yesterday,
said police.

Locals said the victims,
aged 20 to 22 years, had been
residing in Kadomtoli for the
past several years and were
involved in petty crimes like
thefts.

Wari Division Deputy
Commissioner Gazi
Mozammel Huq told The
Daily Star that the three were
wanted criminals and were
accused in a number of
cases, including those for
murder, drugs trading, extor-
tion and mugging.

"Jony was held accused in
the charge-sheet of a double
murder case filed in 2005,"

the DC said.

"The three might have
been killed following feuds
over drug trades and sharing
of money collected through
extortion and mugging,” the
DC added.

A local told The Daily Star
that he had seen Jony, Babu
and Hasan along with five to
six others heading for Nama
Shyampur around 1:00am.

Hasan's mother, Hosna
Ara, said her son left their
Rasulbagh house around
5:00pm on Sunday, and the
next morning she heard of
his death.

"Mobile phone numbers
of the dead were sent to the
Detective Branch to check
their contact details and to
trace their gang members,"
said the DC.

No case was filed and
none was arrested since
filing of the report around
6:40pm.

Manik and Justice Sheikh

The impact on society and
economy has been huge.
Apart from the huge foreign
exchange these women help
Bangladesh to earn, a large
portion of their earnings
reach the villages where they
come from. Their families
benefit from their income in
the form of say, better hous-
ing, more schooling for other
members of the family and so
on. Thus the whole commu-
nity gets a reprieve from
stagnant impoverishment.

Earning women, whether
they are garment workers,
migrant workers, lawyers,
doctors or small-scale entre-

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preneurs, are also consumers
and their increased purchas-
ing power has a long term
effect on the economy as they
buy more goods and services.

From a sociological point
of view, women who are
financially independent or
earning substantially are
more confident members of
society who have a better
chance at decision-making
in the family. They marry
later, have children later and
so help to curb exploding
population growth.

Rural women, although
for the most part, are not
recognised for their signifi-
cant contribution to agricul-
ture, have also shed their
conventional roles with the
help of microcredit, becom-
ingentrepreneurswho havea
say in the society they live in.

This would be
translated into say, ensuring
better and higher education
for girls (reducing secondary
school dropouts), opportu-
nities to acquire better skills,
jobs and greater roles in the
political process, more secu-
rity and tolerance for women
in all spheres of life. The
possibilities are endless; it's
up to us not to miss the bus.
It's not rocket science, just
Commorn sense.
