The main objectives of the assignment are to create and raise awareness about safe
traffic habits and the benefits of a clean and safe mobility for both the general and
targeted stakeholders. The specific objectives of this consultancy are:

Target group:

The project has targeted wide ranges of audiences that would help to effectively
implement it. The targeted audiences are:

Scope of the assignment:
