- Discussion on Tagore's paintings

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On the occasion of the approaching 150th
birth anniversary of Rabindranath Tagore,
Indian art critic Pranab Ranjan Roy articulated
his views on Rabindranath's paintings and
their various aspects on March 31 at Bengal
Gallery of Fine Arts in Dhanmondi, Dhaka.
Bengal Gallery organised the programme.
Subir Chowdhury, director of Bengal Gallery,
delivered the welcome speech. Veteran paint-
ers, writers, academics attended the event.

Pranab Ranjan Roy said, “Rabindranath
Tagore started painting at the age of 70. The
drawings of Tagore confirm that the poet,
though a master of words, felt that certain
things can be better expressed with brush-
strokes. Possibly he then decided to express
his visions through the language of line, tone
and colour.

"Tagore was humble about his own
artworks. He said 'I have no formal training in
any school of art. Maybe my paintings are not
absolute in the sense they should have been.'

"Many critics claim that Tagore was influ-
enced by German Expressionism. This is not
true. He was unique in his style and developed
a special technique. Landscapes often appear
in his paintings. Most of his landscape paint-
ings feature two certain times of the day -- late
afternoon and early morning. He used black
lead pencil, colour pencil, pastel, ink, water
colours and coloured ink.

"Golden yellow was Tagore's favourite col-

our as it bears a resemblance to the golden
rice fields. Dark chocolate and black have also

been prolifically used in many of his paintings.

He has drawn perhaps 20 portraits which are
marked by mystery and enigma. Eyes are
noticeable features in his works. The thought-
ful, oval (a tad elongated) face of a woman
with large, poignant eyes was also a recurrent
feature in his paintings.”

Pranab Ranjan Roy concluded by saying, "I
love Tagore's paintings for their inward per-
spectives, natural rhythm and the reflection of
an artistic splendour.”

The film narrates the story of
Rashed, a student of class eight,
living in a small town when the
war breaks out. He along with his
friends gets involved with the war
and start helping freedom fighters
in many ways.

Rashed is unlike his classmates
and friends. When his classmates
are usually busy with typical
juvenile activities, fun and
games, Rashed remains aloof and
shows no interest in such activi-
ties. He is preoccupied with the
political turmoil the country is
embroiled in.

When a neighbour asks Rashed
and his friends if they're familiar
with what's happening around
them, it becomes apparent that
Rashed is well aware.

When the war breaks out and
everyone is encaged by utter fear,
Rashed roams around and keeps
himself updated with the ongoing
incidents around him.

Though the film highlights the
war, the story is being narrated in

present time, by one of Rashed's
friends, Rokibul Hasan aka Ibu to

his teenage son.

The storytelling, involving a
father and his son, signifies the
educative aspect of the film --
parents or elders who had wit-
nessed the war firsthand should
share their experiences with post-
war generations.

The film, in some cases, lacks
momentum though. For instance,
it does not show how Rashed is
captured by collaborators of the
occupying Pakistani army. The last
few scenes seemingly wrap up
abruptly and in haste.

The cast of young actors' lack of
experience and depth is also
apparent throughout the film.
Seasoned actors such as Raisul
[slam Asad, Wahida Mallick Jolly
and Pijush Bandyopadhaya pro-
vide what's expected of them but
none of them have a major role in
the film.

Chowdhury Joyit Afnan played
the protagonist. The group of
young actors also included Raihan
[ftesham Chowdhury, Rifayet
Zinnat, Faiyaz Bin Zia, Likhon
Rahi, Kawsar Abedin and Kazi
