RU collects all
official files for

investigation

Rajshahi University (RU)
authorities yesterday col-
lected all the official files of
music and drama depart-
ment to carry out an investi-

gation.
The files were taken to the

university registrar office
from the department as the
authorities at a Syndicate
meeting on Wednesday
night asked the registrar to
collect the files and docu-
ments.

The meeting, chaired by
vice-chancellor Prof Abdus
Sobhan, also accepted the
conditional resignation of
ProfMoloy Bhoumick.

It also formed a seven-
member committee to
investigate the incidents at
music and drama depart-
ment.

Headed by Institute of
Business Administration
(IBA) director Prof Mukhlesur
Rahman the committee was
asked to submit a report

within three weeks.
The authorities also

asked the university regis-
trar to keep all the files and
documents of the depart-

mentin his possession.
The emergency

Syndicate meeting followed

Follow-up

the decision by Prof Moloy
Bhoumick to step down as

departmental chairman on
certain conditions as the
teachers and students of the
department continued
agitation from March 31.
They were demanding his
removal alleging that he took
several arbitrary decisions
ignoring the academic and
planning committee since
taking office on November

10, 2009.
The teachers were

observing work abstention.
The students of the depart-
ment joined them last

Saturday.
At a press conference on

the campus on Wednesday,
Prof Bhoumick refuted the
charges but decided to step

down on conditions.
The conditions include

punishment to the teachers
who locked the department
office defying rules of the
university, punitive actions
against those who were
found guilty by the probe
committees formed by the
university Syndicate before
his joining the department,
and investigation and action
against those who brought
'baseless' allegations
against him.

The authorities at the
Syndicate meeting accepted
the conditional resignation
letter of Prof Moloy
Bhoumick and decided to

probe into the matter.
Hearing the news of resig-

nation of the department
chairman, the teachers and
students of the department
withdrew their agitation
programme at around
6:30pm.

SCHOOLBOY MURDER

11 get life, another

to sufter 17-year

A court on Wednesday sen-
tenced eleven people to life
term imprisonment and
another to 17 years rigorous
imprisonment for killing a
schoolboy.

Each of convicts were
fined Tk 25,000 while one
person was acquitted as his
guilt could not be proved.

Additional district and
sessions judge (first court),
Khulna Md. Moinul Hug
handed down the judge-
mentin the afternoon.

Those given life term are
Nasir Molla, Mamun, Dalim,
Sumon, Sohel, Shaon, Faiz,
Rakib, Vendi, Mintu and
Motaleb.

Of them, Nasir Molla,
Mamun, Dalim, Sumon
and Sohel are absconding
while six others were pres-
ent at court at the time of
verdict.

The woman sentenced to
suffer 17 years of Rl is Liza
while accused Masud Rana
alias Ferdaus was acquitted
by the court.

The prosecution story in
brief is that the convicts
strangled schoolboy Nur
Mohammad, 18, to death at
4pm on August 2 in 2004

taking him to the roof of a

house in Sonadanga resi-

dential area of Khulna city.
The house, where the

murder took place,

belonged to Shaon, one of

the eleven lifers.

Later, Liza, mother of
Shaon, threw the body of
Nur Mohammad into a
safety tank of her house at

dead of night.

Rizia Begum, mother of

the slain schoolboy, lodged
FIR on August 3 in the same

year as complainant with
Sonadanga PS of Khulna

city in connection with the
murder.
Later, police arrested

Nasir Molla from Sonadanga

area who confessed to his
involvement in the grue-
some murder.

On August 4, the decom-

posed body of Nur

Mohammod was recovered
from safety tank on the basis

of confessional statement of

Nasir Molla.

SI Rezaul Karim of

Sonadanga police station

submitted charge sheet

against 13 people on
October 17 in 2004 as inves-
tigation officer (I0) in the
case.

8 stalkers

in 5 districts

Eight stalkers have been punished for the
offence in Kushtia, Jessore, Mymensingh,

Nilphamari and Chandpur districts.
A mobile court in Kushtia convicted a

young man for stalking a schoolgirl and
sentenced him to five-month imprisonment
at Darpara village in Daulatpur upazila on
Tuesday, reports our correspondent.

The youth was identified as Arif Ahmed,

24, son of Lutful Ali of the same village.
Police and locals said, Arif used to tease Hira

Khatun, a student of class seven of Darpara

High School on herway to and from school.
Saiful Islam, victim's father, lodged a

complaint with Daulatpur police station
accusing Arifat around 4:00pm Tuesday.

Police arrested Arifin the afternoon.
Later, a mobile court led by upazila

nirbahi officer (UNO) of Daulatpur upazila
Abu Hena Mostafa Kamal jailed Arif at
around 8:00pm.

In Jessore, police on Wednesday arrested
an elderly man red-handed on charge of
stalking the madrasa girls at Sikri village
under Benapole port police station, reports

our correspondent.
The arrestee was identified as Shahjahan

Ali, 50, son of Abdus Samad of the village.
Officer-in-charge Shamim Musa of the port
police station said, Shahjahan had been
sexually harassing the girl students on their

way to Sikri Aliya Dhakhil Madrasa since long.
He was teasing the girls on Wednesday

morning as well.
Being informed by the guardians, a team
of police led by the UNO went to the spotand

caught Shahjahan red-handed.
Later, he was sent to jail hajat.
A mobile court in Mymensingh sen-

tenced four stalkers for harassing two female

students in Maheshpur village of Ishwarganj

upazila onTuesday evening, reports UNB.
The arrestees were identified as Sohel, 17,

son of Abdul Kuddus, Kajol, 18, son of Abdul
Rashid and Ismail, 19, son of Alim Uddin of
Shreefaltala village and Sohag, 18, son of

Nazim Uddin of Balua Kandi village.

in-charge Shah Alam said, the stalkers teased
the students of Maheshpur High School on
Tuesday morning on theirwayto school.

They made indecent offers to the stu-
dents and took their pictures by mobile
phone. Hearing the screams of the girls, local
rushed in, caught the stalkers and handed

them over to police.
The court sentenced Sohel and Kajol to

two months, Sohag one month and 15 days
and Ismail one month imprisonment.
[shwarganj UNO Begum Badrun Nahar

handed down the verdict.
A mobile court in Nilphamari yesterday

sentenced a young man to one month jail and

fined Tk 2,000 for sexually harassing a girl.
Convict Mohsin Ali,20, is son of Taiob Ali

of Bijolir Danga village of Jaldhaka upazila,

reports our correspondent.
The prosecution, in brief, is that Mohsin

used to make indecent proposal to the teen-
age daughter of Abdul Aziz, also a student of
class six of Kachukata Uttar Para Dakhil

madrassa of Sadar upazila.
The girl brought the matter to the knowl-

edge of her father who also informed the

guardians of the youth.
As the accused continued harassing the

girl, her father lodged a general diary with
local police station on Wednesday. Police
arrested Mohsin and produced him before
the mobile court.

In Chandpur, a mobile court convicted a

stalker and awarded him 18 months impris-
onment in Matlab North upazila on Monday

evening, reports UNB.
The court also fined convict Russell, 20,

son of Motaleb Fakir of Aminpur village in
the upazila, Tk 6,000, in default, to suffer one
month imprisonment more.
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
