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No gas remedy in
govt s sight

Third tender to install gas compressors

facing unusual delay

The government's goal of ensuring
improved and smooth gas supply within
its tenure is becoming uncertain as it is
limping with a tender for the third time in
the last two years to install two gas com-
pressors to boost supply pressure and
quantity.

Backin May 2009, the then Petrobangla
chairman cancelled the second tender for
three compressors by going against the
opinion of the project consultant, and led
the government to award US oil company
Chevron the contract for installing one
such compressor on the gas pipeline sys-

tem owned by the Gas Transmission

Company Ltd (GTCL).
He had justified the cancellation saying

the bidders had asked for a price three

times the original estimate. The Asian

Development Bank was financing the
project.

The Chevron compressor is set to start
operation in Muchai area later this year
but this will not help markedly improve
gas supply pressure or quantity since it is
the least important compressor out of the
three. Besides, to have the best result, the
government needed all the three com-

pressors.
The Petrobangla chief (the then) had

argued with the higher authorities that the
retendering for the other two compres-
sors could be completed within a short
time, and therefore, this would not addi-
tionally affect much the country's grim

gas supplysituation.
But the GTCL could not float before

August last year the tender for the com-

pressors in Ashuganj and Elenga with
