3 commit 'suicide’

Fire destroys 40 shops in
Chandpur, Netrakona

At least 40 shops were quit-
ted in Chandpur and
Netrakonayesterday and the
day before.

Twenty-five shops were
destroyed in a fire at
Changarchar municipal
market under Motlab Uttar
upazila of Chandpur early
yesterday.

On information, fire
fighters rushed to the spot
and doused the blaze after
one and half hour long fran-
tic efforts with the help of
local people.

Valuables worth about
the 30 lakh were damaged,
fire service sources said.

In Sherpur, at least seven
dwelling houses were gut-
ted in a fire which broke out
at Sheikhhati Kamaria
village in Sadar upazila
Saturday early hours,
reports UNB.

Local people said the fire
originated from the kitchen
of farmer Hasmot Ali of the
village and soon engulfed
the adjoining houses at
around 4am.
