The People's Republic of Bangladesh has received an IDA credit [No. 4581-BD] in the amount
of US$ 62.2 million towards the cost of the Clean Air and Sustainable Environment (CASE)
Project, a component of which is implemented by the Department of Environment under the
Ministry of Environment and forests, and it intends to apply part of the proceeds to payments
for the provision of consultancy services for the project by hiring an international consulting firm
for brick sector works. The of on-going assessment of new Zig-Zag technology under CASE
Project and the Vertical Shaft Brick Kiln (VSBK), piloted under the World Bank ESMAP trust
fund will be the basis for further works for demonstration of VSBK technology.
The objective of this consultancy is to demonstrate cleaner technologies in the Brick Sector by
piloting of VSBK in 7 divisions (Preferably one in each administrative division) of Bangladesh
with close cooperation and participation of the brick entrepreneurs. The consultancy comes out
a sustainability plan for operationalising VSBK in Bangladesh.
The services include: (i) develop a model bankable proposal for financing VSBK and facilitate
mobilize bank financing for 7 demonstration VSBK; (ii) pilot demonstration of 7 demonstration
VSBK kilns in 7 divisions with technical monitoring; (i) training of 50 technical persons
(Engineer, Fireman, Masons etc) for VSBK design, construction, operation and
troubleshooting; and (iv) prepare knowledge products and systems (i.e equipment supply chain
and consultancy services etc.) to support the dissemination of improved processes and
technologies used.
The assignment is expected fo be carried out over a period of 24 months preferably between
September 2011 and December 2013.
The assignment requires specialized technical input from a firm/an association of firms having
in-depth experience on cleaner brick making technologies. Experience with the projects of
international agencies is necessary to carry out the assignment. The consulting
firm/institution/association should have at least more than 10 years of working experience in
different energy efficient brick making technologies and should have implementation
experience in Bangladesh or South Asia region. The firm/institution/association must have its
own institutional capacity for research and development for cleaner brick production and
improving energy efficiency. The firm/institution/association will have to demonstrate its
organizational capacity to implement large-scale brick projects in an international capacity.
Interested consulting firms/institutions are invited to provide information indicating that they are
sufficiently qualified to perform the services as elicited above (brochures, description of similar
assignments, experience in similar operating conditions, availability of appropriate and
qualified professionals and staffs etc experienced in brick production technologies). The EOls
would be reviewed on the basis of the followings:
Registration of the land firm/institution including its associations;
Human resources of the firm/institution and its association with appropriate skills and their
availability in course of implementation of the assignment;
Demonstrated capacity of the firm/institution with documentary evidence to handle such
assignment in terms of technical, human and fiscal resources,;
International experience of the lead firm/institution in similar assignment with incontrovertible
evidence;
Support service of the consulting firm/institution and its association;
Technical ability of the localfforeign partners in terms of technical, human resources and
experience of similar assignment and;
Any other criteria related to the assignment to be determined by the technical evaluation
committee duly constituted by the government.
The consulting firms/institutions may associate with other firms, local or foreign, to enhance
their qualifications, but should mention whether the association is in the form of a "Joint-
Venture" or of "Sub-Consultancy”. In case of a joint venture proposal, all members of such
"association" should have real and well-defined inputs to the assignment and it is preferable to
limit the total number of firms including the associates to a maximum of four.
