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UAE keen to invest more in

Bangladesh: minister

Many companies from the United Arab
Emirates are interested to invest in Ban-
gladesh's agriculture, food processing,
hospitality and tourism, said the UAE
minister for foreign trade yesterday.

Sheikha Lubna Al Qasimi, the first
woman to hold a ministerial post in her
country, said so far the Emirates has
invested around %2.5 billion in sectors
such as telecoms, banking, ceramics,
construction, real estate and
pharmaceuticalsin Bangladesh.

"The Board of Investment of Bangladesh
has already committed to providing more
investment-related information which we
shall be evaluating earnestly," Qasimi said
ataluncheon meetingin Dhaka.

The Federation of Bangladesh Cham-
bers of Commerce and Industry (FBCCI)
hosted the event at Sonargaon Hotel.

Qasimi said her country would assist
Bangladesh in enhancing the capabilities

in information and communication tech-
nology, health and education sectors
through private partnerships and joint
ventures.

She said successful Bangladeshi com-
panies in the UAE at the moment are
mostly involved in automobile services
and groceries. “So, there are still a lot of
scopes to grow.”

"We would thus like to invite the busi-
ness community of Bangladesh to
explore diversified opportunities particu-
larly in our non-oil industries such as
manufacturing, energy, healthcare and
education, which combine to generate
more than 70 percent of our annual GDB"
the ministersaid.

Quoting the recently published report
of the Organisation for Economic Coop-
eration and Development (OECD), she
said the ongoing global recovery is
becoming self-sustained and more
broad-based.

"The OECD predicts that the global

economy will expand by 4.2 percent
this year, a forecast that we all hope
will come to fruition. The organisa-
tion, however, warns that the world
should continue to cooperate on key
initiatives such as increasing employ-

foreign trade among others," she said.

AK Azad, president of FBCCI, said UAE
companies can invest in power genera-
tion, mining, infrastructure, private sea
port, pharmaceutical, diversified and
value added jute and jute goods, renew-
able energy, tourism and ICT sectors.

The UAEis the second largest source of
remittance of Bangladesh and contrib-
uted 17.20 percent to the total remittance
flowin 2009-10, data shows.

In 2009-10, Bangladesh exported
goods and services worth $65.81 million
to the UAE against the imports of $291.37
million from the country. In the first nine
months of the current fiscal year, Bangla-
desh's exports stood at $91.65 million,
while imports at $281.73 million between
July and December.
