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Bus accident
kills 23 in
India

Twenty-three people were
charred to death when a bus
plunged off a bridge and
burst into flames in the
southern India killing 23
people onTuesday night.

The bus traveling from
Chennai, capital of Tamil
Nadu state, to the town of
Tiruppur, the textile hub of
India, veered off the road and
fell into a pit as the driver lost
control, police said.

One of the 24 passengers
of the bus who managed to
jump out through the win-
dow escaped the tragedy,
added police.

India has the highest
annual road death toll in the
world, according to the
World Health Organisation.
About 125,000 people or
about 350 a day died on the
country'sroads in 2009.

Gaddati's forces advance

on Libya's Misrata

Nato vows no let-up in air war; Spain recognises rebels

Thousands of troops loyal to Libyan
leader Muammar Gaddafi advanced on
the rebel-held western city of Misrata
yesterday, shelling it from three sides,
as Nato allies vowed to keep up arelent-
less bombing campaign in Libya until
Muammar Gaddafi steps down.
"Misrata is under heavy shelling ...
Gaddafi forces are shelling Misrata
from three sides: east, west and sou
rebel spokesman Hassan al-Misrati

told Reuters from inside the town.
"He has sent thousands of troops

from all sides and they are trying to enter

the city. They are still outside, though."
He added that 12 rebels had been

killed and 26 wounded.

The offensive followed a lull in Nato
bombing of Tripoli yesterday, after 24
hours of some of the heaviest bombard-
ments of the Libyan capital since air

Kid dies as brickbats

On January 24, Tawhid

Hossain, four, died on the
spot after bricks fell on his
head from an under-
construction building in
Rampura. His six-year-old
friend Maruf has become

“Two brickbats fell on

Rizvi's head when I was
going to my relative's house
with him in my arms,” said
his father Ershad Sarwar
Russel, adding that he went
to buy some sweetmeats.
The boy immediately
fainted as his head was

bleeding profusely, he added.
He was rushed to a local

hospital and then to Dhaka
Medical College Hospital
where he succumbed to his
injuries around 3:00am
yesterday.

The Ershad couple went
to visit a relative's house at
Kanchabazar Super Market
in Uttara on June 2 from
Savar where they lived. They
were supposed to go to their
village home in Chittagong
that night.

Ershad filed a case
against the owner and his
caretaker Mohammad
Hasan.

Last year, at least 142
workers died in accidents at
construction sites in the
capital alone, says Safety
and Rights Society, an
organisation that works for

work-place safety.
Experts, however, say the
figure is much higher as

many deaths go unreported.
Bangladesh National

In the last two decades
this is for the first time that
the economy has plunged
into such a state,” she said at
a programme titled “Na-

tional budget: out thoughts.”
Party leaders, members

of diplomatic community,
representatives of donor
agencies and eminent citi-

zens were present at the
programme organised by
BNP at Ruposhi Bangla
Hotel (formerly known as
Sheraton Hotel).

The leader of the opposi-
tion in parliament spelled
out her plans on a number of
projects like high speed rail
communications between
capital and divisional head-
quarters, second Padma
bridge and second Jamuna
bridge and a six-lane high-
way between Dhaka and
Chittagong.

“There is no option other
than to build infrastructure
to continue and further boost
up the economic growth.
Feasibility study, project
initiation and collection of
resources must start now.”

According to the former
prime minister, failure in
implementing development

projects, acute crises for gas
and power and share market
collapse have led the econ-
omy to its current “misera-

ble” condition.
She proposed fixing the

tax-free income at Tk 3 lakh
for general category and
reducing tax on small busi-
nesses, which is now 25
percent.

Khaleda asked the govern-
ment to set up a 100-bed old
home in every upazila of the
country, and increase day
care centresin major cities.

She proposed increasing
cash incentives for the textile
industry to eight percent from
five percent and lowering the
interest rate for the sector.
Handloom industry should
get 15 percent cash incen-
tives, the BNP chiefadded.

The opposition leader
demanded that the govern-
ment allocate Tk 500 crore

for Bangladesh Rural
Development Board to
boost agriculture sector.

She proposed a Tk 150-
crore budget for the rehabil-
itation of the Aila victims
and asked the government
to distribute the money for
land reclamation in the
coastal area.

Khaleda said she envi-
sions a Bangladesh where
people will live in peace in
the coming decade.

BNP wants to build an
economic management and
policy structure by which
Bangladesh will become a
middle income country by
2015, she said.

“We want to make a skilled,
vibrant, timely and pro-
people administration and to
formahuman resource devel-
opment policy so that we can

Khan said around 1.5 crore
people of the country took
micro credit because they
find it beneficial. Therefore,

wholesale comment on the
credit system is insulting to
the borrowers.

The government is speak-
ing of credits on low interest
but it is still unable to reach
that many people. It is, how-
ever, true that the interest
rate of micro credit should
be reasonable, he said.

They also said they were "committed
to providing the necessary means and
maximum operational flexibility within
our mandate to sustain these efforts
and welcome additional contributions
to our common efforts."

With only half of 28 Nato allies taking

part in the mission, Nato Secretary
General Anders Fogh Rasmussen and
British Defence Secretary Liam Fox
called on members to step up their
participation.

Meanwhile, Spain yesterday said it
had recognized their National
Transitional Council as the country's
only representative.

As the ministers met, a wave of air
strikes battered Tripoli again early
yesterday, piling pressure on Gaddafi,
who in an audio broadcast said he was
"near” the bombing but vowed never to
surrender. The Libyan regime said 31
people were killed on Tuesday but Nato
said it had no way to verify the claim.

Nato said it stood ready to play a role,
if requested and necessary, once
Gaddafi steps down but that such an
effort should be initiated by the United
Nations and the international contact
group on Libya.
