Tokyo lost 0.34 percent, or 32.69
points, to end at 9,596.74 and Seoul
closed 0.39 percent, or 8.04 points,

lower at 2,055.86.

Hong Kong slipped 0.46 percent,
or 100.83 points, to 21,759.14 while

Sydney fell 0.71 percent, or 32.1

points, to 4,500.5.

But Shanghai rose 1.47 percent,
or 38.93 points, to 2,688.25 despite
HSBC reporting that its preliminary

asolution to Greece's debt crisis.
The committee slashed its
