Chief of Chakma Circle Raja Debasish Roy
has slated the chairman of Chittagong Hill
Tracts Land Dispute Resolution
Chairman
Justice Khademul Islam Chowdhury for

suggesting the government to carry out
cadastral survey in the three hill districts.
In a press release issued on Tuesday

night, he also urged the government to
remove Justice Khademul Islam
Chowdhury from the position and appoint
a'competent, honestand impartial’ person
as chief of the commission for solving
longstandingland problemin the hills.

He also urged the government to
bring amendment to the Commission
Act as per the recommendation of CHT

Commission (CHTLDRC)

Raja Debasish's statement came
after CHTLDRC Chairman Justice
Khademul Islam Chowdhury in a press
briefing after a meeting of the commis-
sion on Tuesday requested the govern-
ment to start land survey as a sideline
task during holding of hearings on sub-
mitted applications onland disputes.

Debasish, also a member of CHTLDRC,
outrightrejected the suggestion.

"Carrying out land survey is not
under the jurisdiction of CHT Land
Dispute Resolution Commission Act
2001. Only the authorities of three hill
district councils can do this job with
coordination and supervision by the
CHT Regional Council,” says the press
release issued by Debasish Roy.

"As per provisions of peace accord,

cadastral survey can be conducted in
hills after resolving land disputes and
rehabilitation of jummo refugees and
internally displaced people, not before
it. In this regard, traditional laws, cus-
toms in CHT must be followed, " he said.
"On June 11, chiefs of Chakma,
Bomang and Mong circles sentan appli-
cation to the commission chairman
with quite a few recommendations for
playing proper and neutral role for
resolving land disputes in CHT region
but the commission chiefignored it.
"Tustice Khademul often
unilateral decision even without
informing the commission members,
ultimately making the commission
ineffective,” Debasish said.

MAGISTRATE ASSAULTED DURING POLL VIOLENCE

1200 unidentitied people
sued in Banskhali

Police sued around 1200
unidentified people early
yesterday for assaulting a
magistrate of a mobile court
during post-union parishad
election violence in
Banskhali upazila of
Chittagong on Tuesday
night.

Post-poll clashes in two
other districts--Narail and
Jessore--on the same night
left at least 17 people
injured.

Our Chittagong corre-
spondent quoting the offi-
cer-in-charge (OC) of
Banskhali Police Station said
the supporters of a defeated
member candidate attacked
the supporters of a member-
elect of Pukuria Union
Parisad after announcement
of the election results at
Pukuria centre at 8:00pm on
Tuesday night.

At one stage, the unruly
supporters of the defeated
candidate assaulted
Magistrate Mozammel
Hossain and tried to snatch
ballot boxes from the elec-

tion officials who were
returning to the upazila
headquarters from the poll-
ing centre.

Police foiled bid to snatch
the ballot boxes and charged
batons to disperse the
attackers. They filed a case
with Banskhali Police
Station at around 12:30am,
accusing around 1200
unidentified people of
Pukuria and Khankanabad
villages of assaulting the
magistrate and attacking the
election officials.

Soon after filing of the
case, police launched a drive
and arrested 22 people.
Sources said male residents
of the two villages fled their

homestoescape arrest.
In Narail, at least 10 peo-

ple were injured in a post-
poll clash at Shoratola vil-
lage in Auria Union under
Sadar upazila on Tuesday
night, reports our corre-

spondent.
The injured were admit-

ted to Narail Sadar Hospital
and one of them was later
shifted to Khulna Medical

College and Hospital as his

condition deteriorated.

Locals said the support-
ers of chairman-elect Akhter
Hossain and defeated chair-
man candidate Abdul
Motaleb clashed at the vil-
lage following an altercation
over the recently held elec-
tion to Auria Union Parishad
ataround 10:30 pm.

At least six houses at the
village were vandalised
during the clash that contin-
ued for half an hour. Being
informed, police rushed to
the village and brought the
situation under control.

In Jessore, the supporters
of a member-elect and a
defeated candidate locked
in a clash at Khalisha Khali
village in Dihi Union of
Sharsha upazila, leaving at
least seven people from both
sides injured, according to
UNB.

Five of the injured--
Borhanuddin, his wife
Salma Begum, Saiful
Islam, Shamim Hossain
and Nizamuddin-- were
admitted to Jessore Sadar
hospital while the rest
given first aid.

A mayor's
mistake’

The newly elected mayor of
Ghorashal municipality,
Shariful Islam Sharif had
given false information
about his educational quali-
fication in the Election
Commission's (EC) pre-
scribed affidavit form before
the election held on June 12.

He mentioned in the
affidavit that he passed BSc
from Jagannath University
College in 1983.

Following a complaint
lodged by his rival candi-
date, an investigation by the
EC revealed that Sharif did
not pass BSc from Jagannath

University College in 1983.
Contacted by this corre-

spondent, Mayor Sharif said, "I
passed HSC from Jamalpur
College in Kaliganj upazila
under Gazipur district in 1980.

A mistake might have been
made in the affidavit submitted
to the Election Commission."
Palash Upazila Nirbahi
Officer Shaila Yasmin, also
the returning officer, said,
"Shariful Islam Sharif, who
failed to place his BSc certifi-
cate, later submitted
another affidavit mention-

ing that he passed HSC."
However, she did not say

whether Sharif submitted
the fresh affidavit before or
after the election.

Candidate runs away from home

'Death threat' by rival candidate in Lalmonirhat

A defeated union parishad
chairman candidate, also
secretary of Burimari union
unit of Awami League (AL) in
Patgram upazila of
Lalmonirhat district, has
been staying outside his
home for around a month
amid alleged death threat by
another defeated candidate

belonging to the same party.
The victim, Anwarul

Islam Dipu cannot open his
business house at Burimari
land port in Patgram upzila,
as men of his rival Musa Ali,
vice president of Patgram
upazila unit of AL, locked it

and took away the keys on
June 5, Dipu told journalists
at Lalmonirhat Press Club

on Tuesday morning.
"I filed a general diary

with Patgram police station
on June 5. The next day I
submitted a written com-
plaint to the deputy com-
missioner and the superin-
tendent of police of
Lalmonirhat and the
upazila nirbahi officer of
Patgram regarding the
matter. But I am yet to get
any help from the adminis-
tration,” Dipu said.

"Five Awami League
men including me and
Musa Ali and another per-
son backed by BNP con-

tested for the post of chair-
man in Burimari union
parishad poll held on June
4. The BNP supported
candidate was elected.
"Musa thought he was
defeated in the poll due to
my contesting. A gang of
18/20 men led by Musa
attacked my business estab-
lishment Messers Sathi Agro
Limited at Burimari land
port on June 5 morning. The
gang assaulted three
employees Nuruzzaman,
Touhidul Islam and Saddam
Hossain and locked the
office in my absence. The
attackers also took away all
the keys of the office,”
Anwarul Islam Dipu said.

Dipu said he and his
family members are passing
days amid anxiety due to
death threat by Musa.

When contacted, Musa
Ali declined to talk with
the journalists regarding

the matter.
Patgram upazila AL

President Anwarul Islam
Nazu said he and other
leaders are preparing to
settle the problem between
two defeated UP candidates
belonging to the party.

Patgram police station
OC Murshidul Karim said
police will take necessary
action after investigation
if Anwarul Islam Dipu
files a case.
