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ATTACK ON POLICE DURING HARTAL

200 sued, 15 held
in Patuakhali

Kalapara police have
arrested 15 people in con-
nection with a case filed by
them against 200 for alleg-
edly attacking five police-
men during hartal hours
on Sunday.

Sub Inspector (SI)
Azizur Rahman of
Kalapara police station
filed the case. All accused
are activists of Islami
Andolon Bangladesh of
Kalapara upazila and
different union units,
police said.

The 15 arrestees are
Jasim Uddin, 27, Mamun,
22. Fakaria, 28,
Shahidullah, 25, Kaisar, 18,
Hamid, 15, Musa, 32,
Mannan, 32, Shahjahan,
40, Faruq, 40, Jasim, 45,
Abdur Rahman, 35, Harun,
40 Sobhan, 42 and Kabir,
35, of Kalapara upazila.

"All the arrestees were
taken to Kalapara judicial
magistrate court on
Monday and court sent
them to jail", said Ishaq
Ali, officer-in-charge (0C)
of Kalapara police station.

"Additional 10 police-
men have been brought to
Kalapara from Patuakhali
to conduct a special drive

to arrest the rest accused”,
the OC added.

Meanwhile, two of the
injured policemen---
Mahbubur Rahman and

Kahirul Islam--- have
been sent to Barisal Sher-
e-Bangla Medical College
and Hospital for better
treatment, sources said.

A group of hartal support-
ers, claiming themselves as
activists of Islami Andolon
Bangladesh of Kalapara unit,
burned a tyre in Chakamoiya
area on Kalapara-Patuakhali
highways at about 8:00am on
Sunday.

They left the place after
sometime in face of police
action. But they later
regrouped at the same
place and attempted to
bring out a procession.

When policemen came
to the spot, the pickets
attacked them with sticks
and threw brickbats.

Five policemen were
injured while the police
van was vandalised during
the clash.

The injured policemen
were identified as SI
Khalilur Rahman and
constables Md Idris Mia,
Mahbubur Rahman, Md
Muzahidul Islam and
Kahirul Islam of Kalapara
police station.

'GONO GOBESHAK' CONFERENCE IN RAJSHAHI

Thus they learn to stand
against social evils

Rozina Marandi of
Uchadanga village in
Rajshahi, then a student of
class eight, was lucky
enough to meet a group of
youths known as 'gono
gobeshak' (grassroots
researchers).

They persuaded her
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poverty-stricken parents to
refrain from marrying off the
tender-aged girl and funded
her education from a coop-
erative fund raised by them-
selves.

"l am now doing my
higher secondary educa-
tion. Being involved with the
group, I helped to stop four
other early marriages in the
village in last one vyear,"
Rozina said in the day-long
conference of the public
researchers held at Rajshahi
Medical College auditorium
yesterday.

Mohammad Liton and
Arifa Khatun came up with
the story of resisting a drug-
peddlers group in
Dangaparavillage.

Like Rozina, Liton and
Arifa, over a thousand 're-
searchers' from 36 villages of
Rajshahi and Naogaon dis-
tricts gathered at the confer-
ence to share their success
stories in ensuring human
rights.

These people, mostly
from poor families belong-
ing to minority groups and
indigenous people, study
and analyse situations of
human rights, consult
elders and find way to
resolve the local problems
together.

They stand against early
marriage, dowry and repres-
sion on women, and engage
joint efforts for literacy,
sanitation and other devel-
opment activities at their
villages.

Thirty-four children who
were saved from child mar-
riages, 136 couples who
married without dowry and
340 dropped out children
who were taken back to
school by the grassroots
researchers received prizes
at the conference.

Human rights organisa-
tion Broti and its Setu
Bandhan project are guiding
the public researchers for
last six years. Manusher
Jonno Foundation, a leading
NGO, is assisting the project.

In six years, the public
researchers run 50 non-
formal education centres
and 90 cooperative societies
aiming at self-reliance and
economic empowerment of
the villagers.

Thanks to the research-
ers' united movement, no
child marriages took placein
ten villages, 100 percent
sanitation attained in three
villages and literacy
improved in 18 villages in
last one year.

Dr Mizanur Rahman,
chairman of Human Rights
Commission, who attended
the conference as the chief
guest, hailed the activities of
the grassroots researchers.

He urged people to resist
the corrupt people, espe-
cially the corrupt politicians,
to save the nation from
disrepute.

Eminent littérateur
Hasan Azizul Haque called
upon the indigenous people
to continue their movement
for realising their demand of

constitutional recognition.

Jatiya Adivasi Parishad
President Anil Marandi
spoke as special guest while
Sharmin Murshid, chief
executive and team leader of
Broti's Setu Bandhan pro-
ject, chaired the conference.

A cultural function was
arranged at the end of the
conference.

Two traders in

Moulvibazar,
Bogra mugged

Two traders were mugged in
Moulvibazar and Bogra on
Tuesday and the day before.

Muggers took away Tk
2.70 lakh from a trader injur-
ing him seriously in Beripar
area of Moulvibazar district
town Tuesday afternoon,
reports UNB.

The victim was identified
as Sadikur Rahman, 40, son
of late Amin Uddin of
Gobindasree area in Sadar
upazila.

Police said Sadikur, while
going to a bank to deposit Tk
2.70 lakh at around 3 pm, an
armed gang all on a sudden
swooped on him and took
away the money after stab-
bing him indiscriminately.

In Bogra, a gang snatched
a motorbike and cash from a
trader in Adamdighi upazila
headquarter early Monday.

Sources said 6-7 muggers
waylaid fish feed trader of
Adamdighi bazar Belal
Hossain near Induil bridge
and beat him up mercilessly,
leaving him seriously
injured.

They tied up hands and
face of Belal and decamped
with his motorbike and cash
Tk 80,200 leaving him on the
roadside.

Local people rescued him
early in the morning and
admitted to Adamdighi
Hospital.

4 held while being trafficked

Indian Border Security Force
(BSF) handed over six
Bangladeshi youths to
Border Guard Bangladesh
(BGB) while police rescued
four others while being
trafficked to India on

Tuesday.
BSF on Tuesday night

handed over six youths to
BGB on expiry of their jail
term in India, according to
our correspondent in

Benapole, Jessore.
The trafficked youngmen

were identified as Jewel
Rana, son of Shahjahan
Khan of Habiganj district,
Russell, son of Malek Molla,
Shahidul Sheikh, son of Sher
Ali and Sohel Mondol, son of
Haran Mondol of Jessore
district, Selim, son of Abdul
Hamid of Satkhira district
and Azizul Hakim, son of
Abdul Alim of Khulna dis-

trict.
“The human traffickers

took the six youths to Delhi,
capital of India, in 2008,
promising to give good
jobs,” BGB in-charge of ICP

camp Jamal Hossain said.
Later, Delhi police

arrested them from a slum

and sent them to jail.
On expiry of their three-

year jail term, a

Bangladesh NGO negoti-

ated the safe return of the
six youths.

BSF handed them over to
BGB officials and immigra-
tion police through
Benapole check post on
completion of all official

formalities at night.
Meanwhile, a woman and

three children were rescued
at Sajiali village in Sadar
upazila of Jessore while
being trafficked to India on
Tuesday, reports our corre-

spondent.
The victims are Muslima,

20, wife of Rafiqul Islam, his
daughter Farzana, 5, and son
Mabhfuj, 2, of Tala upazila in
Sathkira district and Beauty,
11, daughter of Shamsul
Haque of Nilphamari dis-
trict.

According to police, a
human trafficker, identified
as Jahanara, took them to
the house of another traf-
ficker Siraj Mia of Sajiali
village assuring them of
giving good job in India.

Acting on secret informa-
tion, police rescued them
from the house of Siraj Mia
in the morning.

Police also arrested
Jahanara Begum, of
Jhikargachha upazila of
Jessore and Amir Hossain,

of Kaliganj upazila of
Jhenidah.
