This Request for Expressions of Interest follows the General Procurement Notice (GPN) for
this project published in issue 743 dated January 30, 2009 of the UN Development Business
(UNDB). The GPN also appeared on UBDB online on January 12, 2009.

2. The People's Republic of Bangladesh has received financing amounting to about US$ 81.0
million from the Intemational Development Association (IDA) toward the cost of the Higher
Education Quality Enhancement Project (HEQEP) being implemented by the University Grants
Commission (UGC) of Bangladesh.

3. UGC intends to apply part of the proceeds of this credit to payments under the contract for the
selection and employment of a consultant for UGC e-Management/HEMIS System Analysis,
Design and Implementation Supervision.

4, The overall scope of the assignment is to carry out a system analysis, design e-
Management/HEMIS for UGC and supervise implementation of the system. The services
include (i) understanding functions, office work, and current work flow of UGC, (ii) assessing
technological requirements for the office and suggesting workflow refinements after the
process automation, (iii) developing implementation strategies, (iv) designing the methodology,
(v) designing integration of systems, (vi) designing user interface, (vii) collecting data and
analysing information, (viii) supervising the work done during implementation stages and (ix)
testing and issuance of acceptance certificate of the system so developed.

5. There will be two phases of the consultancy. The first phase is the analysis and design phase
and the 2nd phase is implementation phase. There will be a time gap between the two phases.
During this time gap, UGC shall perform all necessary activities to select and enter into
contract(s) with a vendor (supplier) for implementing the UGC e-Management/HEMIS System
Analysis, Design and Implementation Supervision.

6. The estimated duration of the assignment will be about twelve (12) months spread over a
total period of about thirty (30) months in two phases as described above and is expected to
commence from October 2011.
