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Hillary pushes security,

US Secretary of State Hillary Clinton
pushed for nuclear deals and deeper
security cooperation with India yester-
day as she visited the key US ally in the

shadow oftriple bomb blasts in Mumbai.
Clinton is on a three-day trip to

India, lobbying for US commercial
interests while seeking to balance the
delicate relationships Washington
maintains with violence-wracked
South Asian countries.

She said she was "encouraged” by
India and Pakistan's decision to restart
their stop-start peace process, but she
also heard Indian worries that a
planned US troop drawdown in

Afghanistan could lead to instability.
The top diplomat stressed that the

US-India relationship, which President
Barack Obama described as the "defin-
ing partnership of the 21st century”,

had made great progress in recent
years, but was yet to fulfil its potential.

She singled out civil nuclear energy
asan area where the countries "can and
must do more" amid frustrations that
private US nuclear energy firms are
losing out in India to their state-owned
French and Russian competitors.

Despite the diplomatic efforts of
Washington to push through the deal,
privately run US firms such as
Westinghouse and General Electric
have been unable to land contracts to
build new reactors.

After triple blasts in Mumbai last
week that left 19 dead, security was
foremost among the subjects dis-
cussed in talks between Clinton,
India's Foreign Minister SM Krishna
and Prime Minister Manmohan Singh.

Key to security and stability in
nuclear-armed South Asia is the rela-
tionship between India and Pakistan,

nuclear deals in India

which have fought three wars and
remain deeply suspicious of each other.

India and the US have repeatedly
called on Pakistan to crack down on
"safe havens" for militant groups
which are thought to stage attacks on
Indian soiland in Afghanistan.

Krishna meanwhile reminded
Clinton that India, which has spent
billions of dollars on aid to
Afghanistan, had much to lose by insta-
bility in the country as a result of the
planned US troop withdrawal.

The United States has announced
plans to withdraw 33,000 surge troops
by the end of September 2012, with the
first 10,000 due to depart this year.

Clinton's two-day trip follows
Obama's visit in November -- a court-
ship of India that reflects the rapid
growth in the country's economy and a
shift in power to emerging nations as a
result of the global financial crisis.

Afghan shelling
kills 4 Pak troops

Mortar shells from Afghanistan yesterday killed four
Pakistani soldiers, the latest cross-border escalation as
Afghan President Hamid Karzai hosted his Pakistani coun-
terpart in Kabul.

Pakistani officials said two other soldiers were wounded
in the attack in South Waziristan, part of the lawless tribal
district on Pakistan's border with Afghanistan that
Washington has called the global headquarters of al-Qaeda.

Afghan security officials in the area were not reachable
and the defence ministry in Kabul told AFP it could neither
confirm nor deny the reports.

"Four soldiers were killed and two others were wounded
in this cross-border attack,” a security official in Pakistan's
northwestern city of Peshawar told AFPB saying that the shell-
ing continued for around two hours. Moree than 20 shells
were fired across the border, he added.

Extra-judicial killings
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“People are taking law in

their own hand with an
impression that they are
working for greater interest

ofthe society,” he observed.
The NHRC chief also

referred to another news
report on a private television
channel that showed a
woman was being beaten up
with sticks while hundreds
of onlookers were seeing it
asiftheywere enjoying.
“Mass media has a pivotal
role to play in developing the
concept of human rights in
the society,” Rahman said.

The incidents of students

being killed in mob beating is

Student hurt
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Sagufta Group in connec-
tion with Munna's death.

The HC bench of Justice
AHM Shamsuddin
Chowdhury Manik and
Justice Gobinda Chandra
Tagore yesterday directed the
chairman and the managing
director of the group to
appear before the court on
July 26 at 10:30am to explain
their conducts about the
incident, especially the safety
measures they took and if
there is any negligence in their
partregarding the accident.

The bench also asked the
company to stop the con-
struction work at the site at
once and to take adequate
safety measures.

The HC order came fol-
lowing a report published in
The Daily Star with the head-
line “Student dies as brick
falls from high-rise” on July
17 and an editorial in the
newspaper published yes-
terday under the headline “A
brick falls, a youth dies”.

Deputy Attorney General
ABM Altaf Hossain placed
the copies of the newspaper
for necessary order.

The court also issued a
rule upon the commissioner
of Dhaka Metropolitan
Police, officer-in-charge
(OC) of Sher-e-Bangla Nagar
Police Station and Sagufta
Group to explain within two
weeks why the company
should not be punished for
not taking appropriate
safety measures at the con-
struction site.

It also asked the real
estate company to explain
whyit should not be directed

to compensate the family of
Munna.

Syed Ziauzzaman, OC of
Sher-e-Bangla Nagar Police
Station, said they recorded a
case under section 304(A) on
the day of the accident
against the chairman of
Sagufta Group and the offi-
cials and employees of
Sagufta De Khan project
bringing the charge ofkilling
someone out of negligence
by authorities concerned.

OC Syed, who is also the
investigation officer in the
case, said they arrested six
workers from the spot and
sent them to jail through a
Dhaka court. They are now
trying to find out other peo-
ple responsible for the acci-
dent.

Meanwhile, Usha-e
Marma, the injured in
Chittagong, was rushed to
Chittagong Medical College
Hospital by his classmates
and locals around 12:45pm.

In protest of the incident,
students of Chittagong
Technical College blockaded
Muradpur road which trig-
gered gridlock in the area for
almost an hour.

OC Md Ismail Hossain of
Panchlaish Police Station
told The Daily Star that on
information they went to the
spot and brought the situa-
tion under control.

“We have called owner of
the construction site Md Jesi
and he apologised and
pledged to bear all the
expenses for Usha's treat-
ment,” the OC said, adding
that the victim was out of
danger and no case was filed
in this connection.

Poachers held
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Sundarbans taking the river

way and were preparing to
go to Bagerhat and Khulna
through the Khulna-Mongla
highway, the ASI said.

Sensing police presence,
at least three other associ-
ates who were aboard the
trawler managed to flee the
scene, Karimadded.

The poachers told the
interrogators they went to
the Sundarbans three days
ago and hunted four deer
and preserved the heads and
venison with ice.

They also rented a
nosimon, a local human
hauler, to pick them up from
the bank ofthe canal. But the
driver left the scene with the
vehicle sensing presence of
law enforcers, police quoted
the poachers as saying.

The poachers left the deer

skins with their associates in
the Sundarbans.

A case was filed with the
local police station in this
connection.

Farid Gazitold police they
have long been involved in
wild animal hunting. He and
his associates hunted a tiger
in June. Later, its skin was
sold to a man from Satkhira
at Tk 35,000.

On February 17, forest
officials arrested a poacher,
Jamal Fakir, along with four
tiger skulls, 138 bones and
hides of two adult tigers and
one adult tigress in
Sharankhola upazila of
Bagerhat.

Jamal claimed to work for
Julfikar Group, one of the
four notorious poacher
gangs operating in
Sharankhola and Chandpai
ranges of the Sundarbans.

Nepal has begun a project to re-measure
Mount Everest in an attempt to end confu-
sion about the exact height of the world's
tallest peak, a government spokesman in
Kathmandu said yesterday.

Everest, which straddles Nepal and
China, is generally thought to stand at 8,848
metres (29,029 feet) after an Indian survey
in 1954, but other more recent measure-
ments have varied by several metres.

Gopal Giri, a spokesman with the
\Nepalese land reform and management

ministry, told AFP that during border talks
between the two countries, the Chinese
delegates often use their measurement of
8,844 metres.

He said that the project's results would
only be known in two years' time after refer-
ence points are set up on Everest and then
global-positioning system satellites are used
to calculate the precise measurement.

Last year, officials from both nations
reached a compromise under which
Nepal measured the height of Everest's
snowcap at 8,848 metres and China mea-
sured the rock peak at 8,844 metres. /
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
