'Bring to book culprits who
tortured two women'

Sultana Kamal yesterday said a number of
influential villagers punished two women here
illegallyin the name of arbitration on June 26.
Sultana Kamal was visiting Kashiganj yes-
terday. She also talked to the two victims who
were inhumanly tortured by influential villag-
ers in presence of Madhupur UP chairman

Aynal Haque and UP member Abdul Kader.
Quoting statement of the two women,

Sultana Kamal at a press briefing, said that a
number of influential persons are now con-

tinuously threatening them to keep mum.
“We want to see that the criminals behind

this heinous incident are brought to book.”
She said they also talked to a number of

villagers, police and elderly people.
“We found that an MP was handling the
matter for which police could not take action

against the accused.”
Sultana Kamal, however, did not mention

the name of the MP who influenced police.
She said, “Although the women of the

country advanced a lot but outlook of the
society has not changed yet. Whenever
women tried to stand on their own feet, a

Sources said, ignoring husband's advice
Happy in the last UP election worked in
favour of UP member candidate Ilyias Ali.
Saheda also worked in favour of Ilyias Ali.
Happy's husband Hashem Ali committed
suicide on June 25 allegedly as she did not
comply with his advice. Later, a number of
influential people including newly elected
UP chairman Aynal Haque and UP member
Abdul Kader held a salish on June 26 and
gave verdict against the two women.

For the first time after the incident, Happy
with the help of police and Ain O Salish
Kendra yesterday went to Shyampur and
offered prayers ather husband's grave.

Among others who went to the spot
include Md Noor Khan, director of Ain O
Salish Kendra, Abu Ahmed, Fazlul Karim,
Obaidur Rahman, Mina Goshawami of Ain O
Salish Kendra and general secretary of
Bangladesh Parishad Dr Maleka Begum.

Two convicts executed
in Pabna, Gazipur jails

Two condemned convicts
were executed in Pabna and
Gazipur jails yesterday and
the day before.

A man sentenced to
death for killing wife was
executed at Pabna jail on
Monday night, seven years
after his conviction.

He was identified as
Solaiman Sheikh, 45, son of
Foyz Uddin Sheikh of
Dathia village in Bera
upazila, reports our corre-
spondent.

A court sentenced
Solaiman to death on
October 10, 2004, for killing
his wife. The convict had
appealed against the verdict
and begged President's
mercy. But both were

turned down.

Solaiman was hanged to
death at 11:01 pm by execu-
tioner Pabul Koyedi, 55,
brought in Pabna from
Jessorejail to do the job.

This was the third execu-
tion in Pabna jail in nine
years. With this, Pabul
Koyedi has executed a total
of 15 condemned convicts
in his life.

Solaiman's body was
handed over to his family in
the morning after post
mortem.

In Gazipur, another man,
convicted for killing cop in
2002, was executed at
Kashimpur central jail early
yesterday, reports a corre-
spondent.

He was identified as
Hazrat Ali, 35, son of Foyzul

Haq of Shibchar upazila in
Madaripur district.

According to the case
statement, Hazrat along
with three others stabbed SI
of CID Nazrul to death and
snatched his belongings
and revolver on July 26,
2002.

On June 16, 2004, Hazrat
Ali, and three accomplices
were sentenced to death by
a Speedy Trial Tribunal for
the murder.

Later, the higher courts
overturned their appeal.

Superintendent Subhash
Chandra Ghosh said addi-
tional district magistrate
Humayun Kabir, assistant
police superintendent Abul
Hossain were present at the
time of execution.
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Police may seek
remand of Shelly
Rani's husband,
three in-laws

Husband and three in-laws
arrested in connection with
the mysterious death of
housewife Shelly Rani Deb
and her two minor children
at Chhoykut village in
Kamalganj upazila were sent
to Moulvibazar district jail
through the court on

Monday evening.
Bodies of Shelly Rani Deb,

30, her son Uzzal Deb, 3, and
daughter Oishi Deb, 2, were
recovered from a pond at her
husband's house at
Chhoykut village on Sunday
morning.

Shelly's father Benu Deb
filed a murder case with
Kamalganj police station
and police arrested Shelly's
husband Asit Chandra Deb
Khukon, 35, mother-in-law
Anjali Rani Deb, 62, broth-
ers-in-law Bijoy Chandra
Deb, 29, and Ajoy Chandra

Deb, 32, in this connection.
"On Saturday evening,

Shelly had a quarrel with me
over a family issue and that
night she along with her two
her children went to bed
without preparing the din-
ner for the family. At about
7:00am the next morning,
dead bodies of Shelly and
two her children were found
at a nearby pond,” Anjali
Rani Deb, mother-in-law of
Shelly Rani Deb, told the

journalists before her arrest.
She claimed that her

daughter-in-law committed

suicide.
Shelly's husband Asit

Chandra Deb, regarded as a
'boka’ (fool) in the area, was
seen crying in front of the
bodies of his wife and chil-
dren on Sunday morning,
locals said.

Asit married Shelly Rani,
daughter of Benu Deb of
Kodupur village under
Moulvibazar Sadar upazila,
five years ago. Asit's two
unmarried brothers Bijoy
Chandra Deb, 29, and Ajoy
Chandra Deb, 32, live in the
joint family with their widow
mother Anjali Rani Deb.

"Anjali Rani and her
daughter-in-law Shelly Rani
often quarrelled and we
heard their shouting," Md
Masud Miah, a neighbour of
Asit Chandra Deb, told the

reporters.
Asit Chandra Deb's uncle

Amar Chandra Deb also told
about Shelly Rani's bad

relation with in-laws.
Maya Dhar, general sec-

retary of Moulvibazar dis-
trict unit of Mohila Parishad,
who along with a team vis-
ited Chhoykut village and
talked to the victims' family
members and neighbours,
said the triple murder seems
toaplanned one.

"We hope the post mor-
tem report of Shelly Rani and
her two children will be
available by Thursday. Police
will seek remand of the four
arrested people to the court
to interrogate them," said
Sudhin Chandra Das, sub-
inspector of Kamalganj
police station, and investi-
gation officer of the case.
