2 outlaws held with arms

Police arrested two alleged members of Janajuddho, a faction
of outlawed Purbo Banglar Communist Party, with firearms at
Mirpur upazila in Kushtia early Sunday.

The convicts are: M Farid

Mia, Mohammad Ali, M
Yunus Ali, Solaiman, M Idris,
Saiful, M Badal Mia, Kazal,
Jamal Mia, Hossain Mia,
Shariatullah, Mannaf,
Mahram, Madhu Mia and

Yasin driver.
According to the prosecu-

tion, the aforesaid convicts
swooped on a town-bound
SR Paribahan bus from
Dhaka and looted cash Tk
and valuables from the
passengers taking the driver
hostage at gunpoint at
Panaularchar in Bhairab
upazila on December 13,
1995.

A case was lodged against
18 people in this connection.

After examining the

records and witnesses Judge
of the First Additional
Sessions Judge Court SM
Abdus Salam handed down
the verdict acquitting three

others.
Among the convicts

seven were tried in absentia.

Meanwhile, police on
Saturday night arrested
seven alleged members of an
inter-district robber gang in
separate drives in Sadar
upazila and Nabiganj
upazila of Habiganj district.

The arrestees were identi-
fied as Rafiqul Islam, Sonor

Acting on secret informa-

tion, a team led by
Moulvibazar Model Thana
officer-in-charge Amulya
Kumar Chowdhury con-
ducted a drive in Athangiri
area of Sadar upazila and
arrested five robbers while
they were preparing to com-
mit a robbery, police said.
Later, on the basis of their
confession, police arrested
two other gang members
from Habiganj town and
Deora area of Nabiganj

upazila the same night.
In Khulna, an alleged

robber died at Khulna

(KMCH) on Sunday night, 20
hours after he was injured in
a mob beating at Bonikpara
inTeligati in the city.

The deceased was identi-

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All 38 sacked Opso-Saline

factory workers reinstated
Demands met, production resumes

All the 38 sacked workers
of Opso-Saline factory
here were reappointed
yesterday.

They were terminated
from their job on Saturday
without prior notice on
charge of creating chaos
and fuelling labour agita-
tion.

Workers of Opso-
Saline, a unit of Opsonin,
a leading pharmaceuti-
cal group, started work
stoppage at 6:00am yes-
terday protesting the
termination of 38 casual
workers.

Representatives of the
Opsonin management

later visited the spot and
held a meeting with the
workers.

At one stage, the man-
agement agreed to meet
the demands of the work-
ers and then reappointed
the sacked workers.

The factory resumed
production as the work-
ers have returned to
their duties, said Saidur
Rahman Khan, adminis-
trative officer of
Opsonin Barisal office
yesterday.

On Saturday, the ter-
minated casual workers
ransacked and vanda-
lised a few rooms of the
factory.

Police rushed to the

spot and brought the
situation under control.

Earlier, the workers of
Opso-Saline on August 6
vandalised the factory at
Kabi Jibanananda Sarak
and stopped production
at Global Capsule fac-
tory, another unit of the
group in Rupatali area in
the city as the authori-
ties failed to meet their
longstanding 15-point
demand.

The demands include
appointment letter, job
regularisation, leave with
pay, meal, medical bene-
fits, and stopping dis-
missals of workers with-
out prior notice and job as
perlabour law.

One gets life

Workers protest
shut down of
textile mills

Workers of Sundarban
Textile Mills staged dem-
onstration in the town
Sunday protesting the
shut down of the main
unit of the mill by the
authorities.

the mill, stoppage of
importing Indian cot-
ton and introducing
rationing system for the
workers.

The speakers at the
meeting said hundreds of
workers of the mill have
become jobless due to the
shut down of the main unit
of the mill since the first
week of the current
month.

Among others, mill unit
Sramik League general
secretary Abdul Khalek,
Ex-CBA president
Abdullah Sardar and work-
ers' union leader
Touhiduzzaman Tota
spoke at the rally.
